Fawick Gallery and Exhibits. The department’s gallery
showcases artists of regional and national reputation
and is open to the general public. There are six shows in
a variety of media every academic year, each one juried
by the department faculty. The final two shows each
year are the Senior Exhibition and the Student Art
Show, which is open to the entire campus community
and juried by outside reviewers. The department also
has a permanent collection of work consisting primarily
of 19th and 20th century prints along with works in a
variety of media by regional artists. This is used both for
instructional and exhibition purposes.

The Art Club is a student-run visual arts organization. In
addition to social activities, the club organizes trips to
both local galleries and museums, along with museums
in cities such as Chicago, Pittsburgh and Toledo. The
Art Club also organizes student exhibits in local
restaurants and coffee houses.
