Umbel Has First Career Double-Double at ONU

Junior guard Ben Umbel posted his first career double-figure scoring and rebounding effort in last Saturday's 70-65 victory at
Ohio Northern University. He had 11 points and a game and career-high 12 rebounds to go with two assists and a steal in 31 minutes of
playing time. Earlier this season, on December 20-21, Umbel earned all-tournament team honors at the Transylvania (Ky.) University
Don Lane Classic when he scored 21 points, grabbed 14 rebounds, passed for eight assists, made five steals and blocked a shot. It
is his first all-tourney team award. Umbel transferred to B-W as a sophomore from NCAA Division I Youngstown State University.

Familiar Yellow Jacket Teammates

Seven of the 18 student-athletes on the Yellow Jacket roster come from three separate high schools. Scott Branchick is joined
by Jaron Crowe and Matt Solden from Mentor High School, Kyle Payne and Tyler Ferrell were teammates at Brunswick High School
and played for Yellow Jacket legend Joe Mackey, and Grant Fairhurst and Blake Delaney are both graduates of Ashland High School.

Five Yellow Jackets to be Nominated
for their Academic Achievement

Five Yellow Jacket student-athletes will be nominated for either or both Academic All-OAC or CoSIDA Academic All-District/
Academic All-America honors. The quintet are juniors Ben Umbel (3.9 grade point average in biology and pre-med), Chris Ameen
(3.57 GPA in psychology) and Sean Rothermel (3.67 GPA in history) and sophomores Scott Branchick (3.64 GPA In biology and
pre-physical therapy) and Skyler Simpson (3.55 GPA in middle childhood education). To qualify, a student-athlete must possess a
minimum 3.3 grade point average and either be a starter or key reserve.

Yellow Jackets End First Half of OAC Play Tonight
by Hosting OAC-Rival Otterbein University

BEREA, OHIO -- The Baldwin-Wallace College men's basketball team hosts the Otter-
bein University Cardinals in an Ohio Athletic Conference game tonight in the Rudolph Ursprung
Gymnasium in the Lou Higgins Center. This is the 16th game of the regular season for the Yellow
Jackets and the final game of the first half of the OAC regular season.

The Yellow Jackets enter the game with a record of 9-6 overall and 4-4 in the OAC follow-
ing a 70-65 victory at Ohio Northern University in the ONU Sports Center in Ada on January 14.
B-W broke a three-game losing streak with the win.

The Cardinals enter the game with a record of 5-10 overall and 2-6 in the OAC following
a73-64 loss at Wilmington College on January 14 in Wilmington. Otterbein has lost five straight
contests.

This is the 98th time that B-W and Otterbein will meet in men's basketball. The Cardinals
lead the all-time series, 55-42, including three straight victories. Otterbein swept the season series
a year ago, winning 74-71 on January 19, 2011 and 76-56 on February 3. The last B-W victory
came on January 16, 2010 when the Yellow Jackets beat Otterbein, 79-63, in Westerville.

B-W scores 73.5 ppg. and allows 65.5 ppg. for a plus 8.0 ppg. differential. The Yellow Jackets
grab 37.2 rpg. and allow 33.9 rpg. for a plus 3.3 rpg. differential. B-W shoots 44.5 percent from
the floor on 386-0f-867 attempts, including 33.1 percent from three-point range on 107-0f-323
attempts, and 68.6 percent from the foul line on 223-0f-325 attempts.

Look for Head Coach Duane Sheldon to start Promis Cabbil, Tyler Ferrell, Kyle Payne,
Kevin Krakowiak and Ben Umbel. Payne leads the team and is ninth in the OAC in scoring with
13.5 points-per-game and is tied for the rebounding with 5.7 rpg. Krakowiak is second with 12.5
ppg., grabs 2.9 rpg. and is second with 23 three-pointers. Farrell scores 7.4 ppg. grabs 5.1 rpg.
and leads the team with 11 blocked shots. Cabbil scores 3.3 ppg., grabs 1.9 rpg. and is third with
39 assists and 16 steals. Umbel scores 6.9 ppg., grabs 5.7 rpg. and leads the team and is eighth in
the OAC with 42 assists and tops the team and the OAC with 36 steals.

Off the bench, look for Sheldon to play Chris Ameen, Aaron Selmek, Grant Fairhurst,
Brandon Schmidt, Skyler Simpson and Sean Rothermel. Fairhurst is third in scoring at 8.3
ppg., grabs 2.1 rpg., is first with 33 three-pointers and second with 19 steals. Ameen scores 7.4
ppg., grabs 4.1 rpg. and has 12 treys. Selmek scores 4.9 ppg. and grabs 2.9 rpg.

Otterbein scores 68.9 points-per-game and allows 73.5 ppg. for a minus 4.6 ppg. differential.
The Cardinals grab 36.4 rebounds per game and allow 33.7 rpg. for a plus 2.7 rpg. differential.
Otterbein shoots 44.4% from the floor on 376-0f-847 attempts, including 30.8% from three-point
range on 70-0f-227 attempts, and 62.6% from the foul line on 211-0f-337 attempts.

Look for Head Coach Dick Reynolds to start Mark Louks or Jason Davis at the point guard,
RaNeal Ewing at guard, Brice Rausch and Zach Bakenhaster at the forwards and Chris Davis at
center. Davis tops the team in scoring at 16.3 ppg. and rebounding at 10.9 rpg. Ewing is second at
13.9 ppg., grabs 4.1 rpg. and tops the team with 24 three-pointers. Rausch also scores 13.9 ppg.
and grabs 4.8 rpg. Bakenhaster scores 4.3 ppg. and grabs 3.5 rpg. Jason Davis scores 2.9 ppg. and
Louks scores 2.4 ppg. and tops the team with 29 assists.

Off the bench, look for Andy Yazrombek, Tommy Waterwash, Colin Echelberry and Steve
Isaac to all see action. Waterwash tops the "bench bunch" in scoring at 3.4 ppg.

The Yellow Jackets next play on Saturday, January 21 when they travel to Marietta to play
the Pioneers of Marietta College at 3:00 p.m. B-W then plays back-to-back home games with Hei-
delberg University on Wednesday, January 25 at 7:30 p.m. and Wilmington College on Saturday,
