Yellow Jackets To Host Purple Raiders
In First OAC Home Game of 2012

BEREA, OHIO -- The Baldwin-Wallace men's basketball team hosts the University of Mount
Union in an Ohio Athletic Conference game in the Ursprung Gymnasium inside the Lou Higgins
Center. This marks the first home OAC contest in 2012.

The Yellow Jackets enter the game with a record of 8-5 overall and 3-3 in the OAC following
a 75-69 loss on Saturday, January 7 in Bexley against Capital University.

The Purple Raiders enter the game at 5-8 overall and 1-5 in the OAC following their first
OAC victory of the season against Ohio Northern University on January 7 in Ada. Mount Union
has won two of its last three games.

Thisis the 126th all-time meeting in men's basketball between B-W and Mount Union. The Yellow
Jackets lead the all-time series, 78-47, including an 80-69 victory in the last meeting on February
16,2011 in Berea. The last Mount Union win was a 74-70 victory on January 17,2011 in Alliance.
