The Ohio Athletic Conference Standings

The Yellow Jackets, who is 9-6 in conference play, stand alone in fifth place in the Ohio Athletic Conference Standings but one game
back of second place with three games to play in the regular season. B-W is 9-6 in OAC play and trails first place and today's opponent,
Capital, 12-3 leads the OAC by two games over John Carroll, Marietta and Wilmington who are all 10-5. Ohio Northern University, who
stands in sixth place, trails B-W by two games and Capital by five games.

New OAC Tournament Format in 2012

In previous years, the OAC Men's Basketball Tournament took place with first round games on Wednesday and then a Final Four on
Friday and Saturday. That has all changed. This year's tournament will take place on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday during
the week of February 21-25. The top two teams receive byes to the semifinals and the No.3 and No.4 teams do not play until Tuesday.
Monday's games will pit the needs No.8-seed at No.5 and the No.7-seed at No.6. The winners would travel to the No.3 and No.4-seeds
on Tuesday and those winners would travel to the No.l and No.2-seeds on Thursday. The Championship Game is on Saturday, Feb. 25.

Yellow Jackets Hosts First Place Capital University

BEREA, OHIO -- The Baldwin-Wallace men's basketball team hosts first place Capital University today
in an Ohio Athletic Conference game in the Rudolph Ursprung Gymnasium in the Lou Higgins Center.

The Yellow Jackets enter the game with a record of 14-8 overall and 9-6 in the OAC following their 78-62
victory against Cleveland cross-town rival John Carroll University on Wednesday, February 8. B-W has won
six of its last eight contests, including three straight. The Jackets are currently all alone in fifth place in the OAC
Standings, but one game back of second place.

Capital enters the game with a record of 15-7 overall and leading the OAC with a mark of 12-3 following
its 86-75 victory versus Otterbein University on Wednesday. The Crusaders have won 10 of their last 11 games,
including four straight. Capital is one game ahead of John Carroll, Wilmington and Marietta in the OAC stand-
ings.

This is the 95th all-time meeting in men's basketball between Baldwin-Wallace and Capital. The Crusaders
lead the all time series, 52-42, and won the first meeting with a 75-69 victory in Columbus on Saturday, January
7,2012.The last B-W win came on February 12,2011 when the Yellow Jackets beat Capital, 64-61,in Columbus.

In the first matchup this season, the Crusaders won, 75-69. Despite the loss, B-W had three players in
double figures and was led by Kevin Krakowiak with a team-high 13 points. In addition, Kyle Payne added
11 points and grabbed a team-high-tying five rebounds and Grant Fairhurst contributed 11 points. Capital was
led by Spencer Niekamp with a game-high 20 points. In addition, Kelly Winter scored 18 points and grabbed
a game-high nine rebounds and Mitch Westerheide contributed 10. The keys to the Crusaders victory included
outshooting B-W from the floor, 56.4 percent to 39.6 percent and winning the points in the paint, 34-20.

B-W scores 73.9 ppg. and allows 66.0 ppg. for a plus 7.9 ppg. differential. The Yellow Jackets grab 37.3
rpg. and allow 33.7 rpg. for a plus 3.6 rpg. differential. B-W shoots 45.1 percent from the floor on 574-0f-1274
attempts, including 33.8% from three-point range on 158-0f-467 attempts, and 68.2% from the foul line on
320-0f-469 attempts.

Look for Head Coach Duane Sheldon to start Jaron Crowe, Tyler Ferrell, Kevin Krakowiak, Kyle Payne
and Ben Umbel. Payne leads the team in scoring with 14.4 points-per-game and is second in rebounding at
5.6 rpg. Krakowiak is second in scoring with 13.0 ppg., grabs 2.9 rpg. and has 33 three-pointers and is tied for
second with 25 steals. Ferrell scores 7.4 ppg., grabs 5.0 rpg. and tops the team in blocked shots with 15. Crowe
scores 6.1 ppg., grabs 1.5 rpg., has 21 three-pointers and is second with 52 assists. Umbel scores 7.7 ppg., grabs
a team-leading 5.9 rpg., and tops the team with 56 assists and 54 steals.

Off the bench, Sheldon will utilize Chris Ameen, Scott Branchick, Grant Fairhurst, Brandon Schmidt
Aaron Selmek and Skyler Simpson. Fairhurst is third in scoring at 7.8 ppg. and leads the team with 48 three-
pointers and is second with 25 steals. Ameen scores 7.2 ppg., grabs 4.2 rpg. and has 17 triples. Selmek scores 4.9
ppg., grabs 3.2 rpg. and leads the team in field goal percentage by making 61% of his shots on 47-of-77 attempts.

Capital scores 72.7 ppg. and allows 68.3 ppg. for a 4.4 ppg. differential. The Crusaders grab 33.7 rpg. and
allow 34.2 rpg. for a minus 0.5 rpg. differential. Capital shoots 46.8% from the floor on 548-o0f-1170 attempts,
including 36.3% from three-point range on 135-0f-372 attempts, and 74.8% from the foul line on 369-0f-493
attempts.

Look for Head Coach Damon Goodwin to start Den Danhoff, Spencer Niekamp, Michael Sommer, Mitch
Westerheide and Kelly Winter. Niekamp leads the team in scoring at 14.2 ppg., grabs 4.6 rpg. and has 28 three-
pointers and 26 assists. Winter is second at 13.1 ppg., grabs a team-leading 5.3 rpg. and has a team-leading 72
assists and 29 steals. Sommer is tied with Winter at 13.1 ppg., grabs 4.5 rpg. and has a team-leading 49 three-
pointers and is second with 23 steals. Westerheide scores 6.7 ppg., grabs 2.7 rpg. and is second with 58 assists.
Danhoff scores 2.8 ppg. and grabs 2.5 rpg.

Off the bench, look for Jared Cashen, Damon Dillard, Ben Jackso and Tyler Munro and Jackson is fourth
in scoring 7.4 ppg., grabs 4.8 rpg. and leads the team in blocked shots with 14. Cashen scores 2.6 ppg. and grabs
1.0 rpg. Munro scores 5.2 ppg. and has 23 treys and 20 assists. Dillard scores 2.3 ppg. and has nine triples.

The Yellow Jackets are back in action on Wednesday, February 15 when they will travel to Alliance to take
on the Purple Raiders of Mount Union in an OAC game at 7:30 p.m. B-W will conclude the regular season on
Saturday, February 18 when the team will host the Polar Bears of Ohio Northern University in the second game
of a men's and women's OAC and SportsTime Ohio doubleheader at 4:00 p.m.
