


Yellow Jackets Open Ohio Athletic Conference 
Schedule With Defending Champion Marietta College 

 
 BEREA, OHIO -- The Baldwin-Wallace College men's basketball team opens its 
2011-12 Ohio Athletic Conference schedule as it hosts defending OAC-champion and fourth-
ranked Marietta College in the Ursprung Gymnasium inside the Lou Higgins Center.
 The Yellow Jackets enter the game with a record of 3-1 overall following their 79-61 
victory at Allegheny (Pa.) College on November 30 in Meadville, Pennsylvania.
 The Pioneers enter the game with a perfect 4-0 record following their 87-63 victory 
against Wittenberg  University on November 29 in Marietta
 This is the 82nd all-time meeting in men's basketball between B-W and Marietta. 
The Yellow Jackets lead the all-time series, 52-29, but the Pioneers won their second straight 
game against the Yellow Jackets with a 67-63 win on January 22, 2011 in Berea. The last B-W 
victory was an 83-73 triumph on January 30, 2009 in the fi nal meeting of the 2009-10 season.
 Look for Yellow Jacket Head Coach Duane Sheldon to start Promis Cabbil, Tyler 
Ferrell, Kevin Krakowiak, Kyle Payne and Ben Umbel.  Payne leads the team in scoring 
with 14.8 points-per-game and rebounding with 6.5 rpg. He also is shooting 53.8% from the 
fl oor on 21-of-39 attempts. Krakowiak is second with 13.0 ppg., grabs 2.5 rpg. and is second 
with eight three-pointers and eight assists. Ferrell scores 6.3 ppg. and grabs 5.7 rpg. rpg. 
Cabbil scores 4.0 ppg., grabs 1.3 rpg. and has eight assists. Umbel scores 5.5 ppg., grabs 5.0 
rpg., has eight assists and a team-leading 12 steals.
 Chris Ameen, Scott Branchick, Jaron Crowe, Grant Fairhurst, Sean Rothermel, 
Brandon Schmidt, and Aaron Selmek all have come off the bench this season.  Ameen scores 
7.3 ppg., grabs 5.0 rpg. and has four treys. Crowe scores 5.7 ppg., grabs 2.0 rpg. and tops the 
team with 13 assists. Fairhurst scores 7.0 ppg. and has a team-leading nine triples. 
 Look for Marietta Head Coach Jon VanderWal to start Tyler Hammond, Jason Humphrey 
Kevin Knab, Jacob Owens and Joe Puch. Knab tops the Pioneers in scoring at 16.0 ppg., grabs 
4.3 rpg. and shoots 59.1% from the fl oor on 26-of-44 attempts. Hammond is fourth in scoring 
at 8.5 ppg., grabs 3.0 rpg., has a team-leading 13 assists and seven steals. Owens scores 8.3 
ppg. and has eight treys. Puch scores 5.5 ppg. and grabs 2.8 rpg. Humphrey scores 3.5 ppg. 
and grabs 4.8 rpg.
 Off the bench, look for guard Mark Homenik, Conner Kilpatrick, Scott Kimmey, J.J. 
Martin, Brennan McKean and Tyler Worstell to all see playing time during the game. Kimmey 
scores 13.0 ppg. and has a team-leading 11 triples, Martin is third at 9.3 ppg. and grabs 5.7 
rpg., McKean scores 7.0 ppg. and has six treys and Kilpatrick scores 7.8 ppg. and grabs 5.3 
rpg.
  B-W is back in action on Wednesday, December 7 when it travels to Tiffi n to take 
on Heidelberg University at 7:30 p.m.  The next home game is on Friday, December 30 when 
the Yellow Jackets host Alma (Mich.) College in the Ursprung Gymnasium at 7:00 p.m.

Women's Basketball
 The women's basketball team, 4-1 overall, is currently playing 
its OAC opener at Marietta. The Yellow Jackets beat Carnegie 
Melon,50-47, on Wednesday night in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania.
 To date, sophomore guard Jessica Lairson (Louisville) leads the 
team with 13.8 points-per-game. Freshman guard Audrey Smolik 
(Strongsville), who has led the team in scoring the last two games, 
and  junior forward Nancy Coulter (Washington Courthouse/
Miami Trace) are tied for second with 8.2 ppg.
 B-W will next play on Tuesday, December 7 when it will host 
Heidelberg University in an OAC game in the Ursprung Gymnasium 
at 7:30 p.m.   

Swimming and Diving
 The swimming and diving teams are competing in the third 
and fi nal day of the Calvin College Invitational in Grand Rapids, 
Michigan.  The men’s team have a record of 2-4 overall and 2-1 in 
the OAC and the women are 3-3 overall and 2-1 in the OAC.  
 The women's team has been led by junior four-time NCAA 
Division III All-American diver Julie Pinter (Broadview 
Heights/ Brecksville-Broadview Hts.), junior Kelsey Richards 
(Wadsworth) and sophomores Emma Gerdes (Avon) and Angela 
Musille (Canton/ GlenOak)
 Senior Nic Null (Napoleon), sophomore Patrick Donohoe 
(Columbus/Bishop Watterson) and freshman Sixto Torres (Lorain) 
have paced the men.
 The teams are idle until after the holidays  and will return to 
action on Sunday, January 1 when it will compete against Kenyon 
College, Washington (Mo.) University and the U.S. Coast Guard 
Academy in Sarasota, Florida. The next home meet is on Friday, 
January 13 when the teams host Ohio Wesleyan University in a 
non-conference dual meet at 4:00 p.m.

Wrestling
 The wrestling team, 1-0 in dual matches, is competing today at 
the Rochester Institute of Technology Tournament.   
 Entering the RIT Tournament, sophomore 133-pounder Andrew 
Taylor (Columbus/Worthington/Kilbourne) and freshman 
184-pounder Tyler Blaine (Worthington/Kilbourne) lead the team 
with record of 4-2.
 The team is back in action on Sunday, December 18 when it will 
compete in the Cleveland State University Open Meet at 9:00 a.m.  
The next home match is on Tuesday, January 17th when the team 
will host Cleveland cross-town rival John Carroll University in an 
OAC dual match in the Ursprung Gymnasium at 7:30.

Approaching 100 Career Victories

Fourth-year Head Coach Duane Sheldon enters tonight's game with 98 career victories, two wins shy of capturing 
his 100 career victory.   In eight seasons overall as a head coach, he has a record of 98-139, including a 34-46 mark in 
three seasons at B-W.  In addition, he needs just 16 wins to become the sixth head coach in Yellow Jacket history with 
50 or more wins.   Former head coach and athletic director Steve Bankson sits atop the all-time B-W wins list with 420 
victories.
