 BEREA, OHIO -- Former Baldwin-
Wallace College menʼs basketball standouts 
Thad Davis ʻ05 and Shawn McCormick 
ʻ03 have left their mark in B-W history 
and Ohio Athletic Conference history as 
the only two Yellow Jacket players to have 
received the prestigious Mike Gregory 
Award.
 The Mike Gregory Award is presented 
to the most outstanding player in the Con-
ference. The award was established in 1957 
in honor of Mike Gregory of Denison Uni-
versity, who was a multi-sport standout 
prior to his graduation in 1929.
 Last season, Davis became the most re-
cent addition to the list of players to receive 
the award for his steller performance as a 
senior in 2004-2005, not to mention a re-
markable four-year career.
 Davis was the lone Conference player 
to average a double-double during the 
2004-2005, leading the Conference in both 
scoring (20.2 ppg.) and rebounding (11.8 
rpg.). He ranked among the top-five in the 

OAC in field goal percent-
age (212-of-359, .591) and 
blocked shots (59, 2.11pg) 
last season.
 “Thad Davis improved tre-
mendously from his first year 
to his last,” said Head Coach 
Steve Bankson. “He worked 
hard in the weight room and 
on developing his skills.”
 Davis, helped lead B-W 
to the 2005 OAC Tournament 
title and its fifth appearance 
in the NCAA Division III Na-
tional  Tournament. He ranks 
second all-time in B-W his-
tory with 1,921 career points and is fourth 
in school history in rebounding with 984 
rebounds. Davis led B-W in both scoring 
and rebounding 11 times last winter and led 
the OAC with 20 double-doubles (points-
rebounds) on the year.
 McCormick became the first Yellow 
Jacket to receive the honor following the 

2003 season.  That season, he 
ranked in the top ten in the 
Conference in scoring (20.0 
ppg.), free-throw percentage 
(85.9 percent), three-point 
field goal percentage (38.6per-
cent), three-point field goals 
made (49), blocked shots (21) 
and steals (50).  He was also 
a first-team All-OAC selec-
tion, a unanimous first-team 
Academic All-OAC pick, a 
first-team Verizon Academic 
All-District IV, third-team Ve-
rizon Academic All-American 
and Division III All-Ameri-

can.
 Shawn was one of the finest players ever 
to play basketball at B-W.  He ended his 
career fourth on the all-time Yellow Jacket 
scoring list with 1,865 points.  He also had 
535 rebounds, 218 assists and 172 steals 
in 103 career games played.  He shot 50 
percent from the floor (694 of 1388), 39.9 
percent from three-point range (153 of 383) 
and 88 percent from the foul line (324 of 
368).
 “Shawn was a four-year starter and av-
eraged double figures throughout his ca-
reer,” said Bankson.  “He was a ʻslasher  ̓
who was extremely effective off the dribble 
and was a great free-throw shooter.”
 Receiving the Mike Gregory Award 
added to already record-setting careers for 
both players.  In addition to earning several 
academic and athletic awards, Davis and 
McCormick help continue a long line of 
outstanding menʼs basketball players who 
played at B-W.  They also will be role mod-
els for future Yellow Jacket athletes.

Yellow Jacket Mike Gregory Award Winners:  
Thad Davis and Shawn McCormick

Thad Davis ʻ05 finished second all-time in school history with 1,921 
career points.  He was also the only player in the Conference to average 
a double-double (20.0 ppg. and 11.8 rpg) for the 2004-05 season.

Shawn McCormick ʻ03 became the first Yellow Jacket menʼs basketball 
player to receive the Mike Gregory Award as the OAC Most Valuable 
Player.  McCormick is fourth on the all-time scoring list with 1,865 
career points.
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The Basketball Program Has Had Great Success 

Head Coach Steve Bankson has compiled 365 victories in 25 years at Baldwin-Wallace and led the 
Yellow Jackets into the NCAA Division III National Tournament five times (1980, 1994, 1996, 1998 
and 2005).
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Kevin Braaten ʻ96 helped B-W to two NCAA tourney berths 
and is third on the all-time scoring list with 1,867 career points.  
He is the all-time leading rebounder and second in blocks with 
1,230 career rebounds and 169 career blocks.

 The Baldwin-Wallace College menʼs 
basketball program has a rich, winning 
tradition that includes four Ohio Athletic 
Conference Tournament titles and five ap-
pearances in the NCAA Division III Na-
tional Tournament since 1972.  Every year 
the goal of the Yellow Jacket program is to 
win an OAC title, advance to the national 
tourney and compete for a shot at winning 
a national title.
        In the early 1980s, Steve Bankson ar-
rived at B-W and took his first team to the 
NCAA Division III National Tournament.  
The Yellow Jackets had an outstanding 22-
6 overall mark to set a school-record as the 
best season ever.  They won their first two 
OAC Tournament games and a regional 
championship before being knocked out of 
that tourney.
        During the decade of the 90s, the Yel-
low Jackets again had great success.  But 
success in both the Ohio Athletic Confer-
ence and the NCAA Division III National 
Championship tournaments is not new in 
Berea.
        From the 1995-1996 season to the end 
of the 2004-2005 campaign, veteran Head 
Coach Banksonʼs program advanced to the 
Final Four of the prestigious OAC Cham-
pionship four times, winning it three times 
and earning a spot in the national tourney.  
Four times since 1994-95, the Yellow Jack-
ets have advanced into the NCAA Division 
III National Tournament. Three times it has 
been via an automatic berth by winning the 
OAC Tournament title, and in 1994-95, it 
was by receiving an At-Large bid to the 

“Big Dance.”
        B-Wʼs trip to the NCAA 
tourney in 1994-95 may have 
been its most exciting.  B-W 
had a strong season with a 
solid 19-9 overall record.  B-
W was seeded eighth in the 
regional tourney and drew the 
top seed in the Great Lakes 
Region and the number one 
team in Division III in Hope 
College of Michigan.
        The Yellow Jackets de-
feated Hope, 72-69, on its 
home floor on a shot at the fi-
nal buzzer by then sophomore 
guard Ryan Sooy.  Hope en-
tered the game with the best 
home record in Division III 
and in Division III tourney 
history.  It was a great win for 
B-W and quite possibly the 
biggest win since B-W turned 
Division III in 1972.
        B-W then traveled to 
traditional rival Wittenberg 
University, which was ranked 
fourth in Division III.  B-W 
and Wittenberg have always 
been rivals.  But this time it 
took on more importance.  It 
was the first time that B-W 
would face Wittenberg since 
the Tigers left the OAC in 
1990 and joined the North 
Coast Athletic Conference.  
Besides that, Wittenberg 

was second to Hope as the toughest place 
to play in Division III and in Division III 
Tournament history.
        So what did the Jackets do?  They 
beat the Tigers on their home floor, 74-70.  
It was another outstanding game that came 
down to the final minutes with B-W win-
ning and advancing to Illinois Wesleyan 
for the “Sweet 16”.
        Now the B-W team had advanced the 
furthest it had ever advanced in the Divi-
sion III National Tournament, and it had 
gained respect both regionally and nation-
ally.  B-W ended the “Cinderella Season” 
at Illinois Wesleyan when it lost to the host 
school and eventual Division III national 
runner-up.
        In 1996, B-W won the OAC Tourna-
ment title in dramatic fashion when then 
junior Jason Frolo made a free throw with 
no time remaining on the clock to beat 
Marietta College in the championship 
game at Ohio Northern University in Ada, 
60-59.  It was B-Wʼs first OAC tourney 
crown since the 1966-67 season.  It again

added validity to the program that it was 
one of the best in the OAC.
        The Yellow Jackets then traveled back 
to Springfield to play Wittenberg for the 
second straight season in the Great Lakes 
Regional tourney.  This time the Tigers 
prevailed, 70-61, in another close game. 
        In 1998, the Yellow Jackets won the 
OAC Tournament title as they beat host Ot-
terbein College in Westerville in the cham-
pionship game, 83-80.  That victory al-

lowed B-W to host its first-ever home 
NCAA Division III menʼs tournament 
game in the confines of the Rudolph 
Ursprung Gymnasium.
        Although the Yellow Jackets 
eventually lost that game before a ca-
pacity crowd to Allegheny College of 
Pennsylvania, 97-88, it provided cre-
dence that the B-W program is among 
the elite in both the Ohio Athletic Con-
ference and the Great Lakes Region of 
Division III.
        The tradition is being carried into 
the 21st century.  Last winter, B-W 
won the 2004-2005 OAC Tournament 
title with a thrilling first round, 78-76 
overtime victory at Otterbein College. 
Then in the OAC Final Four, B-W beat 
rival Mount Union College (85-50) in 
the semifinals and then defeated OAC 
and Cleveland cross-town rival John 
Carroll University (82-77) to win the 
title and advance to the NCAA Divi-
sion III National Tournament.
        “Our goal each season is to win 
the Ohio Athletic Conference cham-
pionship,” said Bankson, who is the 
winningest coach in Yellow Jacket 
history with 365 wins entering the 

2005-2006 campaign.  “If we win the 
OAC, we know that we have a chance to 
play well in the NCAA Division III Na-
tional Tournament.  The OAC is the finest 
Division III conference in the country and 
every league game prepares your team for 
the national tourney.  The OAC schedule 
makes your team and players tournament-
tested.  That is why, year-in and year-out, 
OAC schools, both men and women, fare 
well in the NCAA Tournament.

        “We are proud of our heritage and tra-
dition of excellence in basketball at Bald-
win-Wallace College.” 
        This yearʼs enhanced NCAA Divi-
sion III National Tournament for men and 
women will begin the first week of March 
with an expanded bracket.  The menʼs tour-
nament will consist of 58 schools and the 
womenʼs bracket will be represented by 59 
schools.



The Baldwin-Wallace College Menʼs Basketball History:

Shawn McCormick finished his B-W career as the third 
all-time leading scorer (1,865 points) in school history. 
He was both an NABC 2nd-team All-American and a 
Verizon Academic All-American.

In 1994-95, the Yellow Jackets played Ohio Athletic Conference and Cleveland cross-town rival 
John Carroll University at the Gund Arena in downtown Cleveland and won, 77-67.  B-W previously  
played its games at the Berea Armory, the former women s̓ gym which is now the Student Activities 
Center and since 1949 in the Rudolph Ursprung Gymnasium.

 The Baldwin-Wallace College menʼs 
basketball team has a rich tradition of suc-
cess.  For many years, the B-W program 
has been regarded among the finest in 
small college, and now NCAA Division III 
basketball.  
        The first year of basketball at B-W 
was the 1903-04 season when one game 
was played. Todayʼs schedule includes 25 
games, including an 18-game slate in the 
prestigious Ohio Athletic Conference.
        In 1914, B-W entered the OAC for 
the first time. In the initial years, the B-W 
program struggled, but in 1921, under the 
direction  of  W.J.  Lemke,  B-W posted an 
18-5 overall record. In fact, from 1921-24, 
B-W posted an impressive 56-19 overall 
mark and the 1924 team nearly claimed the 
OAC championship.  
        From 1929 until 1936 the Yellow 
Jackets posted six winning records un-
der the direction of legend Ray E. Watts. 
In 1934, Ward Powell became B-Wʼs first 
All-Conference player, being named All-
Ohio second-team.  The following year, 
Powell repeated the feat by being a first-
team selection.
        After a four-year absence, Watts re-
turned in 1941 and led the Jackets to win-
ning campaigns in eight of the next 10 
years.  In 1941, although B-W was only 5-
9 overall, the Jackets claimed its Big Four 
Championship and Paul Adams and Jack 
Ogerst were named All-Big Four.
        From 1941 to 1949, B-W had its most 
successful period in basketball.  Under 
Watts  ̓ tutelage, the Jackets compiled an 
impressive 101-52 record.  In that span, 
BW won five Big Four Championships, 
and its 1944 squad posted one of the big-
gest upsets in NCAA history. In a game 
against powerful Bowling Green Univer-
sity, B-W won 57-54 and gave  BGSU 
its only loss of the year until the national 
championship game.
        In 1951, the Jackets had their first 
All-American basketball player in  Dick 
Retherford and posted a school record 19-
win season while bringing the Big Four 
title back to B-W.  With such standouts as 
Paul James, Tom Blackwood, Jerry Seuss,  
Retherford and Wynn Hawkins supplying 
the Brown and Gold with outstanding play, 
B-W kept the Big Four crown in Berea un-
til 1957.  During the 1950s, B-W began to 
gain national prominence.  The 1955-56 
team was third nationally at the NAIA Na-
tional Tournament.
     By the late 1950s and early 1960s, 
BW was fortunate to have an outstanding 
player by the name of Bob Walters to lead 
the team.  Walters once scored 47 points 

in a 1960 game against St. Vincent 
College.  That record still stands and 
Walters went on to set the  scoring re-
cords of 544 points in 1961 and 1,836 
points in his four-year varsity career.
        In 1966, Walters  ̓ record was 
eclipsed by Terry Allerton, who 
scored 554 points, as the Jackets post-
ed a school record  23-win season. 
That year, B-W won its first of three 
straight OAC Championships.
        The late 1960s saw B-Wʼs top 
rebounder, Ted Johnson, wear the 
Brown and Gold.  Johnson, to this 
day, holds the Yellow Jacket single 
game (24) and season (400 in 1968-
69) rebounding records.
        In 1970, Dean Martin became a 
Yellow Jacket.  A former Berea High 
School standout, Martin would claim 
every scoring and rebounding career 
record while being named All-OAC 
for four straight years. Martinʼs ca-
reer marks of 2,062 points and 1,063 
rebounds are still Yellow Jacket stan-
dards of excellence.  
        In the late 1970s, head coach 
Bob Rupert brought basketball ex-
cellence back to B-W. In three years 
at B-W, Rupertʼs teams were 50-36 
overall, and won 21 games in 1978.  
Following Rupert was current Yellow

Jacket head coach Steve Bankson.  In his 
first two years, Banksonʼs teams won the 
Northern Division of the OAC and were 
runners-up in the OAC and NCAA Re-
gional Tournament.
        B-W began the decade of the 1990s 
by making its first appearance in the OAC 
Final Four in 1989-90. During that season, 
Academic All-American and B-W Hall 
of Fame point guard Wayne Bilinovic led 
B-W. He once held all of B-Wʼs assist re-
cords and played in a Yellow Jacket record 
107 straight games. 
        In 1992, B-W  graduated three of the 

Top-33 all-time scorers in Kenn 
Kaminski, Brian Newland and 
Joe Rinkes. The trio led the 
team to four straight winning 
seasons, to the OAC champion-
ship game as seniors and to the 
OAC Final Four three times.
        During the 1994-95 season, 
with 1995 graduate Joe Mackey 
(1,095 career points) leading 
the way, B-W made its first ap-
pearance in the NCAA Division 
III national tournament since 
1979-80 and advanced to the 
“Sweet 16” with upset wins at 
Hope (Mich.) College and Wit-
tenberg University.
        The next year, B-W won 
its first OAC Tournament title 
since 1968 and returned to the 
Division III  tournament. 
        In 1996-97, seniors Kevin 
Braaten and Ryan Sooy gradu-
ated as members of the 1,000-
Point Club.  Both were members 
of the Academic All-OAC team 
for three straight years and are 

now B-W hall-of-famers.  Braaten ended 
his career as a two-time honorable mention 
All-American and a third-team CoSIDA-
GTE Academic All-American.  He is third 
on B-Wʼs all-time scoring list with 1,867 
career points and as the leading rebounder 
and shot blocker in school history.
         B-W captured another OAC Tour-
nament title in 1998 and earned another 
NCAA Tournament automatic berth and 
the opportunity to host its first-ever game 
but lost to Allegheny (Pa.) College, 97-88 
at the Ursprung Gymnasium.
        In 2004-2005, led by second all-time 

leading scorer Thad Davis (1,921 points, 
986 rebounds and 190 blocked shots), B-
W won its third OAC tourney title since 
1996 when it defeated OAC and Cleveland 
cross-town rival John Carroll, 82-77, on its 
home floor.  The Yellow Jackets advanced 
to the NCAA Tournament where it lost to 
The College of Wooster.
        Since the inception of basketball at 
Baldwin-Wallace College in 1903-04, the 
program has been steeped in success.   The 
2005-06 edition is looking forward to mak-
ing its mark on that success.



Graduated Senior Thad Davis Was One of the Best 
Menʼs Basketball Players to Wear the Brown & Gold

 Thad Davis 
ended his Baldwin-
Wallace College ca-
reer as the second all-
time leading scorer 
at the College and 
14th in OAC history 
with 1,921 points. He 
was fourth all-time at 
B-W and 21st in the 
OAC in rebounding 
with 986. His 190 ca-

reer blocked shots are first all-time at B-W.  
He was a three-time All-OAC selection, 
including being a first-team pick in both 
2004 and 2005, was the OAC Mike Greg-
ory/ Most Valuable Player in 2005 and led 
B-W to the 2005 OAC Tournament title 
and a berth in the NCAA Division III Tour-
nament.  In addition, Thadʼs 580 points 
scored, 331 rebounds and 60 blocked shots 
in 2004-2005 are second all-time for a 
single-season.  His 499 career free throws 
made and his 708 career attempts are first 
all-time and in addition to his 190 blocked 
shots.
 “Thad was one of the best basketball 
players ever to play at B-W,” said Head 
Coach Steve Bankson. “He was a tremen-
dous scorer and had excellent leaping abil-
ity with a knack for blocking shots.” 
 As a freshman in 2001-2002, Thad 
was one of the top freshmen in the Ohio 
Athletic Conference.  He started 25 of  26 
varsity contests, averaged 15.7 ppg. and  
led the team with 6.4 rebounds per game 
and 44 blocked shots. His 15.7 points per 
game ranked second on the team.  Thad 
scored a season-high 25 points against 
Muskingum in Berea.
 As a sophomore in 2002-2003, Thad 
again was one of the top inside players 
in the OAC and earned second-team All-
OAC honors.  He was second on the team 
in scoring (16.9 ppg.) and first in rebound-
ing (8.3 rpg.), blocked shots (40) and field 
goal percentage (56.6 percent).  He had a 
season-high 28 points and 14 rebounds 

against Otterbein.
 As a junior in 2003-2004, Thad was 
named OAC Player of the Week three 
times and earned All-Tournament team 
honors at both the Dickinson (Pa.) and The 
College of Wooster events.  Thad was first 
on the team and third in the OAC in scor-
ing at 19.0 points per game, first on the 
team and first in the OAC in rebounding at 
10.4 rpg., eighth in the OAC in field goal 
shooting and second in blocked shots with 
46.  He had a season-high 31 points in an 
89-80 loss against Ohio Northern on Janu-
ary 7 in Ada and a career-high 20 rebounds 
in a 90-77 win in Berea. Thad was also 
named as an honorable mention Division 
III All-American by DIII News, first-team 
All-OAC, second-team All-Great Lakes 
Region by the NABC and third-team All-
Great Lakes Region by d3hoops.com.
 As a senior in 2004-2005, Thad was 
a team captain for the second straight year 
and led the Yellow Jackets to a 20-9 record, 
the 2005 OAC Tournament title and a berth 
in the 2005 NCAA Division III National 
Tournament (lost to Wooster in the first 
round).  He led the team and OAC in scor-
ing with 20.0 ppg. and led the OAC and 
all of Division III with 11.4 rpg.  He shot 
a career-high 59.1 percent from the floor 
(218-of-369) and blocked a career-high 
60 shots.  He was named as a preseason 
All-American by the Sporting News, DIII 
News and the D3hoops.com Web site and 
as the OAC preseason Player of the Year 
by DIII News.  
 Thad was named to the all-tournament 
team at the season-opening Gettysburg 
(Pa.) Tournament.  He earned OAC Player 
of the Week honors on Nov. 29 for his ef-
forts in wins against Case and Thiel, Pa.  
Thad scored a career-high 37 points in the 
win versus Thiel.  He earned OAC Player 
of the Week honors on December 20, 2004 
for his efforts in wins against Ohio North-
ern and Capital.  He earned OAC Player 
of the Week honors on Jan. 3, 2005 for 
his efforts in wins against Hood (Md.) and
