BEREA, OHIO --   The Baldwin-Wallace College
volleyball team plays three pivotal matches this week,
facing Ohio Northern tonight,Capital on Thursday and
Muskingum on Saturday.

Following tonight's game against No. 10 Ohio
Northern, B-W will host No. 25 Capital, who is 5-0 in
the OAC, on Thursday. The Yellow Jackets will end
the week with a matchup against Muskingum (3-2
OAC), who sits in a two-way tie for fourth in the OAC,
on Saturday in New Concord.

BEREA, OHIO --   The Baldwin-Wallace College
volleyball team hosts Ohio Athletic Conference rival Ohio
Northern University tonight in the Ursprung Gymnasium in
Berea.

The Yellow Jackets enter tonight's match with a 16-7
overall record and 5-0 OAC record after defeating Marietta,
3-1, this past Saturday in Marietta. Ohio Northern has a 19-6
overall record and a 5-1 conference record following a 3-0 win
against Muskingum over the weekend.

After 23 matches, B-W's freshman outside hitter Rachel
Selgo leads the team in kills with 276 (3.33 per game) and is
second in defensive digs with 316. Sophomore All-OAC and
outside hitter Kelsey Hills is second on the team in kills with
241 (2.90 per game). Senior All-OAC right-side player Emily
Albanese is third in kills with 188 (2.27 per game), leads the
team in service aces with 40 and is third in digs with 293.
Junior setter Angie Camp has a team-high 925 set assists
(11.14 per game) and is third in total blocks with 51 (12 solo
and 39 assists). Freshman middle hitter Maria DePeters leads
the team in total blocks with 95 (28 solo and 67 assists) and is
tied for the second highest number of service aces with 27.
Freshman Brooke Hinkle has recorded the second highest
