DePeters Moving Up the Charts
 
 Senior four-year starting middle-hitter Maria DePeters 
(Buffalo, N.Y./Mt. St. Mary Academy) has moved into third 
place all-time on the B-W career solo blocks leaderboard with 
166 and ranks fi fth all-time in school history with 141 service 
aces. She is also 134 kills away from cracking the B-W top fi ve 
in kills. DePeters was recently named to the Mount St. Joseph 
Fall Classic All-Tournament Team last weekend. 

BEREA, OHIO --  The Baldwin-Wallace College volleyball team 
hosts Mount Union College today at Ursprung Gymnasium in the Lou 
Higgins Center in Berea.
 The Yellow Jackets enter today's match with an 8-10 overall record 
and an 0-2 mark in the Ohio Athletic Conference. Mt. Union entered 
Friday night's match against Trinity University with a 15-5 overall and 
1-1 OAC record. 
 Wednesday, the Yellow Jackets traveled to Columbus, Ohio and fell 
to Capital University 3-0. Individually for the Yellow Jackets, freshman 
Nicole Schoen (Bellevue) and senior Maria DePeters (Buffalo, N.Y./ 
Mt. St. Mary Academy) led the team with 10 kills each.
 Through 18 matches this season, DePeters  leads the Yellow Jacket 
in kills with 224 and while Schoen and freshman Chelsea Nissen rank 
second and third with 183 and 96 kills, respectively. DePeters also leads 
the squad with 61 blocks, 38 solo, and 14 service aces.
 Sophomore, Casey Passen (Ashville/Teays Valley)leads the team 
with 472 set assists and junior Kayli Tyson ranks second with 93. Passen 
totaled a game-best 30 assists at Capital on Wednesday. Defensively, 
sophomore Lissy Grame and Nissen top the squad with 135 and 125 
digs, respectively.
