The Fighting Muskies stand at 19-5 overall 
and 3-3 in the conference. 
 In B-W's last match, the Yellow-Jackets defeated Otterbein College,  
3-0, on  Tuesday in Berea. The game scores were 25-18, 25-14, and 25-20. 
The win moved the Jackets into seventh place in the highly competitive 
OAC. The league's top eight teams advance to postseason tournament 
play. 
 B-W was led offensively by senior middle hitter Maria DePeters
and freshman outside hitter Nicole Schoen with nine kills apiece.  In 
addition, sophomore setter Casey Passen recorded 26 set assists.
 On defense, sophomore libero Lissy Grame led the team with 19 
kills and was followed by freshman outside Chelsea Nissen with 10.
 For the season to date, DePeters has a team-high 340 kills with 
Schoen ranking second at 268. Passen has 670 assists to lead all setters, 
and Grame leads the defense with 270 digs.
