The Yellow Jackets enter tonight's match with a 17-2
overall and 4-0 OAC record. B-W has won six straight matches.

Last weekend, the Yellow Jackets went 4-0 at The College
of Mount St. Joseph Invitational in Cincinnati.  To win the
Mount St. Joseph Invitational, B-W defeated Otterbein College,
3-1, Centre (Ky.) College, 3-0, and No. 20-ranked The College
of Mount St. Joseph, 3-1, in pool play.  Then B-W beat No. 21-
ranked and OAC-rival  Ohio Northern University, 3-0, in the
championship match.  For their efforts, senior All-American
setter Angie Camp, two-time All-OAC outside hitter Kelsey
Hills and sophomore middle blocker Maria DePeters all were
selected to the MSJ Tournament all-tournament team.

After 19 matches, Hills tops the team with 226 kills, second
with 254 digs and third with a .275 hitting percentage.  Selgo is
second with 182 kills and fifth with 177 digs.  DePeters is second
in blocks with 68 and third in kills with 179.  Hinkle is first with
71 blocks and is fourth with 134 kills.   Camp runs the offense and
is first with 670 set assists (9.85 per game), second with 25 service
aces, third with 198 digs and 49 blocks.   Marten is first with 415
digs (6.10/ game) and 27 aces.

Off the bench, juniors Betsy Gilbert and Jenny Cawrse have
contributed on the front row with 52 and 25 kills, respectively.
Gilbert also has 15 blocks.  Martin and Vicky Benedejcic have
helped in the back row and have 145 and 65 digs, respectively
