BEREA, OHIO --   The Baldwin-Wallace College
volleyball team hosts Muskingum College this afternoon at
Ursprung Gymnasium of the Lou Higgins Center in Berea.

The Yellow Jackets enter this afternoon's match with an
8-1 overall record and eight straight victories.

On Wednesday, B-W defeated Greater Cleveland cross-
town and nonleague rival Case Western Reserve, 3-0, with
scores of 30-20, 30-9, 34-32.  Against Case junior All-Ohio
Athletic Conference outside hitter Kelsey Hills led the team with 13
kills and sophomore Maria DePeters contributed nine kills. Senior
All-American setter Angie Camp added 26 set-assists for the Yellow
Jackets.

Defensively, the Yellow Jackets were led byjunior libero Meggie
Marten  with 20 digs and Camp with 10. DePeters led the team in
total blocks with five (one solo andfour assisted) and Hills had three
solo blocks and freshman outside hitter Kristen Dix had three
assisted blocks.

This afternoon, look for senior All-American setter Angie
Camp, junior two-time All-OAC outside hitter Kelsey Hills
and junior two-year starting libero Meggie Marten to start
along with sophomore All-OAC outside hitter Rachel Selgo,

sophomore middle hitters Maria DePeters and Brooke Hinkle and
junior rightside player Betsy Gilbert. Also seeing action will be
junior rightside player Jenny Cawrse and freshmen defensive
specialists Kenzie Martin  and freshman outside hitter Vicky
Benedejcic.

After nine matches, Hills  tops the team with 85 kills, second
with 27 blocks and third in hitting at .260. DePeters is second with
79 kills, and first in hitting at .280 and 28 blocks.  Selgo is third in
kills with 73 and first in hitting at .280. Hinkle  is fourth with 59
kills and third with 26 blocks. Camp runs the offense and is first
with 296 set assists (10.21 per game), second with 10 service aces,
third with 71 digs and fourth with 14 blocks.  Marten  is first with
195 digs (6.72/ game) and 13 aces.

Off the bench, juniors Betsy Gilbert and Jenny Cawrse have
contributed on the front row with 18 and 13 kills, respectively.
Cawrse also has nine blocks.  Benedejcic and Martin  have helped
in the back row and have 65 and 45 digs, respectively.

Following today's match, B-W will travel to Columbus for a
key Ohio Athletic Conference road match against Capital University.
The match is schedule to begin at 7:00 p.m. at the Capital Center.
