 BEREA, OHIO --  The Baldwin-Wallace College volleyball 
team hosts Ohio Athletic Conference rival Ohio Northern tonight in 
the Ursprung Gymnasium in the Lou Higgins Center in Berea.
 The Yellow Jackets enter tonight's match with a 21-3 overall and 
5-0 OAC record and Ohio Northern enters the match 4-0 in the OAC 
and 16-7 overall.
 Last weekend, the Yellow Jackets went 3-1 at the Washington 
(Mo.) University Bears Classic in St. Louis, Missouri.  To finish second 
at the Washington (Mo.) Invitational, B-W defeated Augustana (Ill.) 
College, Principia (Ill.) College and Fontbonne (Mo.) College all by 
the score of 3-0, but fell, 3-0, to the host and No. 2 nationally ranked 
Washington (Mo.) University.  For her efforts, senior All-American 
setter Angie Camp was selected to the Washington (Mo.) Tournament 
all-tournament team.
 Tonight, look for Camp, junior outside hitte Kelsey Hills and 
junior two-year starting libero Meggie Marten to start along with 
sophomore All-OAC outside hitter Rachel Selgo, sophomore middle 
hitters Brooke Hinkle and Maria DePeters and junior rightside player 
Betsy Gilbert.  Also seeing action will be junior rightside player 
Jenny Cawrse and freshman defensive specialists Kenzie Martin.
 After 24 matches, Hills tops the team with 266 kills, second with 
310 digs and third with a .266 hitting percentage.  Selgo is  second 

with 215 kills and fourth with 220 digs.  DePeters is second in blocks with 
81 and third in kills with 215.  Hinkle is first with 91 blocks and is fourth 
with 186 kills.   Camp runs the offense and is first with 817 set assists (9.84 
per game), tied for first with 33 service aces, third with 251 digs and 58 
blocks.  Marten is first with 490 digs (5.90/ game) and tied for first with 
33 aces.
 Off the bench, juniors Betsy Gilbert and Jenny Cawrse have contributed 
on the front row with 61 and 21 kills, respectively.  Gilbert also has 22 
blocks.  Martin and Vicky Benedejcic have helped in the back row and 
have 177 and 65 digs, respectively.
 Following tonight's match, B-W will remain at home to host OAC 
rival Marietta College on Saturday, Oct. 14 at 1:00 p.m.  As the match with 
Marietta will be the final regular season home match for B-W, the Yellow 
Jackets will celebrate Parents'/Seniors' Day and will honor B-W volleyball 
parents and All-American setter Angie Camp before the match.
