 The Recreation Center 
with the Ursprung Gym-
nasium, Harrison Dillard 
Track and Natatorium, The 
George Finnie Stadium, 
the B-W Baseball Field, 
the “Pop” Collins Tennis 
Complex and other outdoor 
recreation and athletic areas 
at Baldwin-Wallace make the 
Yellow Jackets physical plant 
second to none among small 
colleges.
 The Baldwin-Wallace 
College Recreation Cen-
ter, dedicated on October 
18, 1986, is a facility that 
benefits all B-W students, 
faculty, staff and alumni and 
is considered one of the top 
recreation facilities in the 
country.
 The 150,000 square foot Rec Center 
serves as home for the health and physical 
education departments, all winter intercol-
legiate and intramural sports, as well as play-
ing host for a number of amateur sporting 
events.
 The Rec Center, which includes the Ru-
dolph S. Ursprung Gymnasium, serves as the 
home of Yellow Jackets basketball, volleyball 
and wrestling teams. Ursprung  Gymnasium, 

The Facilities at Baldwin-Wallace College Are Among  

The  Ursprung Gymnasium was renovated in 1986 and seats more than 2,800 fans for basketball, volleyball and 
wrestling.  The basketball stands are situated away from the floor with an excellent view from any angle.

The Baldwin-Wallace College Natatorium is home to Yellow Jacket 
swimming and diving. The pool is also available to all B-W students and 
receives use by the community and elderly.

The Harrison Dillard Track in the B-W Fieldhouse is a six-lane, 200-
meter oval that has served as the site of many B-W, OAC, high school 
and amateur championship meets.

which  has housed  B-W basketball since 
1949,  received a complete renovation in 
1986. In addition to B-W playing in the Ur-
sprung Gym, the Ohio High School Athletic 
Association has long used the B-W facility 
for its sectional and district tournaments for 

boys.
 The fieldhouse consists of a 200-meter, 
six-lane track that is named for 1949 B-W 
graduate and four-time Olympic gold med-
alist Harrison Dillard.  The track, with its 
Mondo surface, is both fast and comfortable 
for the walker, jogger or serious runner.  Pits 
for the field events are also incorporated.  The 
track surrounds three multi-purpose courts 
that can be used individually or in tandem 

for volleyball, basketball, tennis and other 
activities.   On  many  occasions, the  B-W 
basketball team has been playing a game 
while a wrestling match or an intramural 
basketball game was taking place in the Rec 
Center fieldhouse.

      The Harrison Dillard Track, along with 
the multi-purpose courts, have been home 
for the  B-W  indoor track teams, the John 
Summa Invitational Wrestling Tournament, 
the Ohio Sports Festival (basketball and 
wrestling venues) and many local high school 
track meets.
        Also in the Rec Center is the B-W Na-
tatorium, home to the Yellow Jacket swim-
ming and diving teams. The facility includes

In 1998 The George Finnie Stadium was filled with more than 10,000 fans to watch the Yellow Jackets 
play football.  It is known as the “Magic Carpet.”  It has also served as the site for five Division III 
national track meets, the Pan Am Games qualifying meet, the Ohio Games and the A.A.U. Junior 
Olympic championships.  It seats 8,100 fans comfortably.

a 25-yard, six-lane pool with a one-meter 
diving board.  The movable pool bottom has 
adaptive physical therapy applications and 
can be used by the disabled.
 As part of the renovation of Ursprung, 
chairback seating and a new media center 
were constructed while training and physi-
cal therapy, laundry and eight locker rooms 
were added.  Other features include a room 
for news media as well as exhibit and storage 
areas for the B-W Athletic Archives.  The  
Archives give students, alumni, parents, 
friends and visitors to Baldwin-Wallace a 
glimpse of the rich tradition and heritage of 
Yellow Jacket teams and athletic greats.
 The Finnie Stadium (pictured above) is 
one of the nations best small college stadiums 
for football and track and field.  The Yellow 
Jacket menʼs and womenʼs soccer teams also 
play at Finnie.
 B-W has already hosted three NCAA 
Division III national championship track 
meets, numerous NCAA and Ohio High 
School Athletic Association football playoff 
games as well as being the home field to both 
Berea High School and Middleburg Heights 
Midpark High School.  The Ohio Sports 
Festival/Ohio State Games also uses Finnie 
as both a regional and state championship 
site.
 The B-W Baseball Field is located 
on the campus within walking distance of 
the student dormitories.  The facility has a 
manicured playing surface and seating for 

approximately 200 fans.  The B-W Baseball 
Field has been the host site for four OAC 
Baseball Tournaments and is home to the 
nationally-ranked Yellow Jacket baseball 
squad.
 The “Pop” Collins Tennis  complex is 
named in honor of former B-W tennis coach 
and teacher Arthur Worth Collins, the father 
of nationally renowned sportswriter and tele-

vision tennis analyst  Arthur “Bud” Collins 
ʻ51. The facility is on campus and  includes 
six courts which are lighted for night play.
 In addition, the Yellow Jacket softball 
team plays at the Cuyahoga County Fair-
grounds Field.  Last spring was the first 
season for the Yellow Jackets at their new 
field.
 Does such a  strong group of facilities 
benefit the Yellow Jacket women s̓ basketball 
program?  Definitely!  Practice time is avail-
able in the Ursprung Gym or the fieldhouse.  
That means the men and women can practice 
at the same time without conflict.  Players 
have a wide variety of options for preseason 
and post season weight and conditioning 
programs. 
     “The entire Rec Center is a plus to our 
program,” says head coach Cheri Harrer.  
“The playing, practice and dress facilities 
are among the finest in Division III.  Having 
a number of courts in the fieldhouse gives 
us the opportunity to work with a greater 
number of players in our varsity and junior 
varsity programs.
     “It is one of the finest training centers of 
any small college in the nation,” says Harrer. 
“We feel the Rec Center has answered the 
needs of the B-W community.” 



 BEREA, OHIO --  Most incoming 
freshman look forward to their senior sea-
sons when he or she will become the lead-
ers of the team. The one that the newcom-
ers look to because you are who they want 
to become three years later.
 For Baldwin-Wallace College senior 
volleyball player Emily Albanese (Mentor) 
thereʼs a catch. She is the only senior on 
the Yellow Jacket squad this fall and faces 
the challenge of leading a very young team 
which consists of no returning junior letter-
men, a junior transfer, six sophomores and 
eight talented first-year student-athletes.
 Being the only senior does not bother 
Albanese. It only makes her want to be the 
best leader even more.
 “I like being a team leader,” said Al-
banese, who helped the Yellow Jackets fin-
ish with a 3-1 record at the season-opening 
Pacific (Ore.) University Tournament last 
weekend.  “It is a challenge that I want and 
will meet its challenges head-on.  We have 
a very talented group of young women on 
this team and I want to be a strong team 
leader.”
 Albanese, a 5ʼ6” right side player, has 
seen playing time at almost every posi-
tion on the volleyball court throughout her 
three-year career.
 Albanese began as an outside hitter 
as a freshman and has become one of the 

best right side and all-around players in 
the Ohio Athletic Conference, Division III 
Great Lakes Region and all of Division III.
 As a freshman in 2002, Albanese made 
a significant impact playing in 60 of 115 
total games and put up productive numbers 
for a first-year player with 60 kills, 205 de-
fensive digs, 30 blocks, including 14 solo 
blocks, 18 service aces and a .086 attack-
ing percentage.  At the end of her inaugural 
season, she was named the team “Rookie 
of the Year.”
 “Emily had a solid freshman season,” 
said veteran Yellow Jacket Head Coach 
Vicki Brault, who owns a 275-178 career 
mark, including a 205-128 mark in 10 sea-
sons.  “You knew that she was talented 
and played with confidence by the end of 
the season.  She also displayed leadership 
characteristics even then.”
 Albanese continued to improve as a 
sophomore and finished fourth on the team 
in kills with 177.  In addition, Albanese 
also had 111 digs, 45 blocks (16 solo, 29 
assists) and a .126 attacking percentage.
 “She gained more confidence as a 
sophomore and played in every match,” 
said Brault.  “Emily made the switch to be-
ing a rightside player and played it well.”
 Albanese then had a break-out season 
in 2004 as she played in 122 of 125 games 
and led the team in service aces with 60. 
She was also second in digs (618) and third 
in kills (382), attacking percentage (.267), 
set assists (66) and total blocks (51).  For 
her efforts, Albanese earned second All-
OAC honors.  Her 60 service aces also 
ranks fifth all-time in B-W history in  a 
single-season. Albaneseʼs 618 digs ranks 
fourth all-time.
 Now entering her senior and final sea-
son in the Brown & Gold, Albanese has set 
her sights on higher goals.
 “I think the biggest goal that I have 
set for myself is to take this team to the 
NCAA Division III National Tournament.” 
said Albanese, who carries a better than 3.5 
grade point average in the classroom as a 
business administration and management 
major.  “I have yet to ever go to the nation-
al tournament, and what a better year to go 
than during my senior year.”
 Albanese also contributes her suc-
cess to playing alongside AVCA (Ameri-
can Volleyball Coaches Association) All-
Americans Cassie Palmer ʻ04 and Laura 
Leach ʻ05. She hopes to pass along what 
she learned from them to her teammates.
 “Playing with the best players in Divi-
sion III can only make you better.” said Al-
banese.  They both were constantly helping 

myself along with the other players. They 
taught me how to be a strong team leader
 “I hope that I too will be a player that 
the underclassman will feel made them 
better by being on the court with them.” 
added Albanese
 In addition to playing along with some 
very talented volleyball players over the 
course of her first three seasons, Alba-
nese has seen improvements in her game 
from the instruction of Yellow Jacket Head 
Coach Vicki Brault. 
 “Coach Brault has changed me and 
helped me to improve in order to be suc-
cessful at this level,” said Albanese. “She 
is a very intense coach that wonʼt take “no” 
for an answer.
 “She pushes her players to levels that 
they can achieve and wonʼt give up until 
your there.” added Albanese.  “I always 
new that coach was pushing me because 
she though that I could be so much bet-
ter.....and she was right.”
 Throughout her tenure as head coach, 
Brault has seen a number of her players 
make significant strides during the course 
of their careers, and she has seen those 
same changes in Albanese.
 “We knew that when Emily came to 
B-W that she was a very talented student 
and volleyball player,” said Brault.  “Em-
ily was both an All-Conference and All-
District player in high school as well as the 
Mentor High School Feamle Athlete of the 
Year Award.  She has taken her game to a 
higher level at B-W.
 “Emily plays with great intelligence,” 
said Brault.  “She has become a more con-
sistant player in addition to sharpening her 
skills and adjusting to playing a new posi-
tion.”
 In addition to having a number of in-
dividual goals for the season, Albanese is 
focused on helping the team meet seasonal 
goals of its own.
 “One of the biggest goals we have for 
the upcoming season is team unity.” said 
Albanese.  “With only one returning senior 
and no returning juniors, we are really go-
ing to have a young team.”
 “As long as we get better consistently 
every day, we are going to have an awe-
some season.” added Albanese.  “I am re-
ally looking forward to it (the challenge).”

 BEREA, OHIO -- The Baldwin-Wal-
lace College volleyball team will look to 
challenge for one of the top spots and the 
Ohio Athletic Conference title in 2005. B-
W hopes to return to the OAC Tournament 
Championship match for the third straight 
season and a possible conference title and 
a berth in the NCAA Division III National 
Tournament.
 Veteran Head Coach Vicki Brault en-
ters her 15th season of collegiate coaching 
with a 275-178 overall record, including a 
205-128 in 10 years at B-W. Brault returns 
seven letter winners and three starters from 
last yearʼs team that finished 22-13 over-
all.
 Leading the way will be senior All-
OAC rightside player Emily Albanese 
(Mentor). She played in 122 games last 
season and led the team in service aces 

(60). She also was third in kills (382), 
set assists (66) and blocks (51). Albanese 
was a second-team All-OAC selection last 
year.
 Other top returning starters include 
sophomore outside hitter Kelsey Hills 
(Sylvania/ Toledo St. Ursula), sophomore 
libero Meggie Marten (Bowling Green) as 
well as sophomore backup middle hitter 
Betsy Gilbert (Mansfield/ Madison).
 Hills, the 2004 OAC Co-Freshman 
of the Year played in 122 games and was 
second on the team in kills with 384. She 
also was second in total blocks (57) and 
had 131 digs. Marten and Gilbert will play 
an even more pivotal role this season. Both 
saw action in 122 games a year ago. Mar-
ten had 42 service aces, 402 digs and 182 
kills. Gilbert recorded 38 total blocks and 
had 62 digs.

 Other returning letter winners include 
sophomore defensive specialist Toni Ward 
(Mogadore/ Field), sophomore outside 
hitter Nicole Marisavljevic (Mogadore/ 
Field).
 Brault will also welcome junior trans-
fer setter Angie Camp (Norwalk/ St. Paul), 
who played at Division II Ashland Univer-
sity a year ago.
 The Yellow Jackets begin the 2005 
season on September 2-3 when they travel 
to the state of Oregon to play at the Pacific 
University Invitational Tournament. B-W 
opens its home schedule on Sept. 7 when 
it hosts traditional rival Hiram College at 
7:00 p.m. and also hosts the annual Marcia 
French Memorial Tournament on Septem-
ber 9-10 in Berea.

 Each Yellow Jacket volleyball student-athlete receives a 
preseason, mid-season and postseason hometown press release 
which is sent to the individual student-athlete hometown news-
paper.  When the student-athletes fill out a preseason question-
naire, each is asked to list his or her hometown newspaper.  
 After each varsity volleyball game, the internet website is 
updated, a FAX  is sent to  B-Wʼs base of local, state and na-
tional media that regularly cover or have requested B-W cov-
erage. In addition, hometown facsimile messages about indi-
vidual performances are also sent either the night of the contest 
or the next day.
