 Veteran Head Coach Cheri Harrer enters tonight's game with 438 career victories and is three wins shy of capturing 
her 450th career victory.   Coach Harrer has a 438-156 career record with a .733 winning percentage. She is the winningest 
women's basketball coach in school history. In addition, Coach Harrer needs just 18 more wins for her 300th career 
OAC victory. Harrer enters the 2011-12 season among the winnigest coaches in the NCAA Division III as she is 14th 
in winning percentage and 21st in wins.

The Yellow Jackets Host Muskingum University
 BEREA, OHIO -- The Baldwin-Wallace College women's basketball team hosts Ohio 
Athletic Conference rival Muskingum University tonight in the Rudolph Ursprung Gymnasium 
in the Lou Higgins Center. This is the ninth game of the regular season.
 B-W enters this game with a 5-3 overall and 1-2 OAC mark following a 54-48 loss last Saturday 
(December 10) at unbeaten Wilmington College. The Yellow Jackets have won three of their last 
fi ve games.
 Muskingum is 3-3 overall and 1-2 in the OAC mark following an 84-53win last Saturday 
against Heidelberg University in New Concord.  The Fighting Muskies also have won three of 
their last fi ve contests.
 This is the 62nd meeting between B-W and Muskingum. B-W leads the all-time series, 38-23, 
including four straight wins and triumps in 17 of the last 18 games with the Fighting Muskies. 
Last season, B-W defeated Muskingum, 68-47, in Berea on January 19, 2011 and then topped the 
Muskies, 75-50, in New Concord on February 5. B-W won the fi rst-ever meeting between the two 
teams during the 1965-66 season by a score of 49-26. The last Muskingum victory came during 
the 2008-09 season when the Fighting Muskies beat the Yellow Jackets, 64-62, in Berea.
 B-W scores 57.0 points-per-game and allows 57.9 ppg.  Look for Head Coach Cheri Harrer 
to start Catherine Spisak, Nancy Coulter and Jessica Carpenter at the forward positions and 
Jessica Larison and Rachel Rossman at the guard spots. Lairson tops the team in scoring at 
12.9 ppg., grabs 3.0 rpg. and has a team-leading 13 steals. Carpenter is second in scoring at 9.1 
ppg., grabs 2.4 rpg. and has a team-leading seven three-pointers. Coulter is fourth at 7.1 ppg. and 
grabs 4.3 rpg. and has a team-leading 12 blocked shots. Rossman scores 4.6 ppg., grabs 1.9 rpg. 
and tops the team with 32 assists. Spisak scores 4.4 ppg. and grabs a team and OAC-leading 11.5 
rpg.
 Off the bench look for Harrer to utilize Lexi Rohrbach, Megan Frisina, Natalia Simovic, 
Audrey Smolik, Shari Mangas, Autumn Williams and Sharlee Bailey.  Smolik is third in scor-
ing at 8.0 ppg. and grabs 2.4 rpg. Rohrbach scores 4.6 ppg. and grabs 2.3 rpg. Simovic scores 3.5 
ppg. and grabs 3.1 rpg.
 In B-W's last game at Wilmington, Carpenter led the team in scoring with 11 points. In ad-
dition, Simovic scored a career-high nine points and Spisak grabbed a game-high 15 rebounds.  
Keys to the loss included shooting just 27.9 percent from the fl oor on 17-of-61 attempts and being 
outrebounded, 46-39.
 Look for Muskingum Head Coach Beth Fox to start Hannah Nelson, Amanda Dobbins, 
Suzanne Nichols, Gabbi Davis and Carissa Bosch. Nelson tops the team in scoring at 13.8 ppg. 
and grabs 5.7 rpg. Dobbins is second on the team in scoring at 12.0 ppg. and leads the team in 
rebounds at 10.0 rpg., assists with 20 and steals with 22. Nichols is third at 7.7 ppg., grabs 2.5 rpg.  
Davis is fourth at 6.7 ppg. and grabs 1.5 rpg. Bosch scores 5.7 ppg. and grabs 3.8 rpg.
 Off the bench, look for Fox to utilize Hannah Mountjoy, Tori Jarrett, Jendy Weppler, 
Meghan Billick and Rachel Buirley.  Mountjoy tops the "bench bunch" in scoring at 3.8 ppg.
 In Muskingum's win against Heidelberg at home last Saturday, the Fighting Muskies were led 
in scoring by Nichols with 15 points and Bosch and Dobbins each had 12 and Davis had 10.  The 
keys to the victory included outshooting Heidelberg from the fl oor by making 27-of-60 shots for 
45% compared to just 27.8% for the Student Princes on 15-of-54, causing Heidelberg to make 26 
turnovers and outscoring the Student Princes from three-point rage, 24-9.
 The Jackets are back in action this Saturday, Dec. 20 when they travel to Columbus, Ohio to 
play the Otterbein University Cardinals. The game will be carried LIVE via radio and the Internet 
by campus radio station WBWC. The pregame show starts 20 minutes prior to tipoff.

Men's Basketball
 The Baldwin-Wallace College men's basketball team is 5-2 overall and 2-1 
in the Ohio Athletic Conference and is playing today at Muskingum University in 
a key early-season OAC game. Tipoff also takes place at 3:00 p.m.
 The men are coming off a week when they beat Heidelberg University (90-
69) in Tiffi n ad then lost at Wilmington College (59-56). Sophomore guard Kevin 
Krakowiak (Valley City/ Holy Name) combined to score 28 points in the two 
games. The loss at Wilmington ended a four-game winning streak.
 To date, Krakowiak tops the team in scoring at 13.8 points-per-game. 
Sophomore All-OAC forward Kyle Payne (Brunswick) is second at 11.8 ppg. 
and fi rst with 6.4 rebounds-per-game.
 The men play at Wilmington College on Saturday, December 10 at 4:00 p.m. 
in the second game of a doubleheader.

Wrestling
 The wrestling team, 1-0 in dual match competition, is idle until tomorrow, 
Sunday, Dec. 18 when it competes at the Cleveland State University Open 
Tournament. It has been a good start to the season for the Yellow Jackets and fi rst-
year Head Coach Jamie Gibbs.
 To date, sophomore 133-pounder Andrew Taylor (Worthington Kilbourne) 
and freshman Tyler Baline (Worthington Kilbourne). Taylor tops the team with 
seven wins and a 7-4 mark. Blaine has six victories and a 6-4 slate.
 Following the CSU tourney, the B-W grapplers are idle until January 7, 2012 
when they compete at the Waynesburg (Pa.) University Tournament. The next 
home match is Jan. 13 versus OAC and Cleveland cross-town rival John Carroll 
University. The 26th Annual John Summa Memorial Tournament is on Saturday, 
February 4.

Swimming and Diving
 The swimmers and divers and fi rst-year Head Coach Laura Wolff are idle 
until their annual winter training trip to the Sunshine State of Florida when they 
train, compete and have fun in Sarasota.  While in Florida, B-W will train and 
compete in one meet.
 To date, the women are 3-3 overall and 2-1 in the OAC and are led by junior 
four-time NCAA Division III All-American diver Julie Pinter (Brecksville-
Broadview Heights). The men are 2-4 overall and 2-1 in the OAC.
 The next home meet is on Saturday, Jan. 13 versus Ohio Wesleyan University 
in the B-W Natatorium in the Lou Higgins Center at 4:00 p.m.
 

Indoor Track
 The 2011 indoor track season begins on Friday, January 20 when the team 
will host the B-W Mid-January Meet on the Harrison Dillard Track inside the Lou 
Higgins Center at 5:00 p.m. The team hosts three other meets during the winter, 
including the annual Greater Cleveland College Championship Meet on Friday, 
February 17 at 5:00 p.m.
 

In Other Yellow Jacket News
 Junior men's soccer midfi elder Pat Brennan (Akron/ Walsh Jesuit) was 
named as a fi rst-team CAPITAL ONE Academic All-American. He was the lone 
junior on the fi rst team. B-W now has 78 Academic All-Americans in its history 
-- more than any other OAC school, second in the state of Ohio and among the 
Division III leaders.
 Junior men's Kenny Janosko (Mentor) is this year's OAC Men's Cross 
Country Runner of the Year. He is the second Yellow Jacket to earn that honor and 
the fi rst since Tim Budic in 2000-2001.
 The men's soccer team made its fi rst-ever appearance in the NCAA Division 
III Tournament and had a school-record 16 wins and a 16-6 record.
 The 10 B-W fall sport teams had a combined 282-158-1 record with a .641 
winning percentage. Nine of 10 teams had winning records.
 The football team fi nished its season 8-2 overall and ranked 24th in the fi nal 
www.d3football.com and www.afca.com Division III national polls. The team is 
15-5 the past two seasons with a .750 winning percentage.
