


Yellow Jackets Host Otterbein University 
in Second and Final Regular Season Meeting

 
 BEREA, OHIO --  The Baldwin-Wallace College women's basketball team host Otterbein University in 
an Ohio Athletic Conference game in the Ursprung Gymnasium inside the Lou Higgins Center.  Tonight is the 
Hoops for the Cure Game. 
 The Yellow Jackets enter the game with a record of  12-7 overall and 7-5 in the OAC following their 77-56 
victory against Wilmington College on Saturday, January 28. B-W is currently riding a three-game winning 
streak.
 Otterbein enters the game with a mark of 14-5 overall and 8-4 in the OAC following its 74-61 win against 
Marietta College on January 28. The Cardinals have won four of their past six games.
 This will mark 74th all-time time meeting between B-W and Otterbein in women's basketball. The Yellow 
Jackets lead the all- time series, 48-25, but Otterbein has won the past two contests, including a 64-59 win in 
the fi rst meeting this season on December 20, 2011 in Westerville. The last B-W win against Otterbein came 
on December 22, 2010 when the Yellow Jackets claimed a 72-63 overtime triumph. The fi rst-ever meeting 
occurred during the 1974-75 season with Otterbein winning, 50-49.
 Look for Head Coach Cheri Harrer to start Jessica Carpenter, Nancy Coulter, Jessica Larison, Rachel 
Rossman and Catherine Spisak. Lairson tops the team in scoring at 11.9 ppg., grabs 3.8 rpg. and has a team-
leading 30 steals. Carpenter is second at 9.7 ppg., grabs 2.6 rpg. and has a team-leading 23 three-pointers. 
Coulter is fourth at 6.7 ppg., grabs 4.3 rpg. and is second on the team in blocks with 23. Rossman scores 3.9 
ppg., grabs 1.7 rpg. and tops the team with 85 assists. Spisak scores 3.7 ppg. and leads the team and is tied for 
third in the OAC with 8.4 rpg.
 In addition look for Harrer to utilize Sharlee Bailey, Megan Frisina, Shari Mangas, Lexi Rohrbach, 
Natalia Simovic and Audrey Smolik.  Smolik is third in scoring at 7.4 ppg., grabs 2.6 rpg. and has 11 three-
pointers. Rohrbach scores 5.1 ppg. and grabs 4.0 rpg. Simovic scores 4.6 ppg., grabs 3.4 rpg. and leads the 
squad with 27 blocked shots, including a career-high nine against Wilmington on Saturday. Mangas, who tallied 
a career-best 12 points against Wilmington, scores 2.4 ppg. and has 10 three-pointers. Frisina scores 2.1 ppg. 
and has nine treys.
 Head Coach Connie Richardson will start Chelsea Cannon, Kristi Kotterman, Allie Leopard, Shea McCoy 
and Tabatha Piper. Kotterman leads the team in scoring with 15.1 ppg. and grabs 5.9 rpg. She also tops the team 
with 31 three-pointers and 44 steals and is third with 49 assists. McCoy is second at 11.4 ppg., grabs 2.9 rpg., 
is second with 27 treys, third with 27 steals and fourth with 45 assists. Leopard chips in 3.7 ppg., grabs 2.3 rpg. 
and leads the team with 59 assists. Cannon scores 5.56 ppg., grabs 3.7 rpg. Piper scores 6.8 ppg., grabs 5.2 rpg. 
and leads the team with 19 blocked shots.
 Off the bench, look for Hannah Day, Bourke Kelley, Madi Miller, Chelsea Reed and Rachel Snedegar all to 
see action. Day scores 10.5 ppg., grabs 3.6 rpg. and has 21 triples. Miller scores 3.2 ppg. Reed scores 1.9 ppg. 
and is second with 52 assists. Kelley scores 12.1 ppg., grabs 2.7 rpg. and is second with 18 blocks. Snedegar 
scores 7.3 ppg., grabs a team-leading 6.9 rpg. and is second with 29 steals.
 The Yellow Jackets are back in action on Saturday, February 4 when they travel to New Concord to face Musk-
ingum University in an OAC game at 3:00 p.m.  The game can be heard live on campus radio station WBWC 88.3 
"The Sting" or via the internet at www.wbwc.com.   The next home game is on Wednesday, February 15 
when the team will welcome No. 10th ranked University of Mount Union in an OAC game at 7:30 p.m.

Men's Basketball
 The Baldwin-Wallace College men's basketball team, 11-8 overall and 6-6 in 
the Ohio Athletic Conference, is playing at Otterbein.  The game started at 7:30 p.m.
 To date, sophomore All-OAC forward Kyle Payne (Brunswick) leads the 
team and is ninth in the OAC in scoring at 14.0 points-per-game and sophomore 
guard Kevin Krakowiak (Valley City/ Holy Name) is second at 13.6 ppg. 
 The men are back in act ion on Saturday,  February 4 when 
it will host Muskingum University in an OAC game at 2:00 p.m.

Swimming and Diving
 The swimmers and divers is idle until the OAC Championship Meet on 
February 16-18 at the University of Akron.
 The women concluded the regular season with a record of  4-7 overall and 
2-3 in the OAC.  The team was led by junior four-time NCAA Division III All-
American diver Julie Pinter (Brecksville/Brecksville-Broadview Heights) who 
is undefeated against Division III competition this season.  Sophomores Emma 
Gerdes (Avon) and Angela Musille (Canton/GlenOak) has led the swimming 
squad.
  The men ended the regular season with a mark of 3-8 overall and 2-3 in the 
OAC.  The team has been led by swimmers senior Nic Null  (Shelby/Mansfi eld St. 
Peter’s), junior Chris Tuttle (North Royalton) and Patrick Donohoe (Columbus/
Bishop Watterson) as well as diver junior Tony Tijerina (Defi ance/Napoleon).

Wrestling
 The wrestling team, 1-3 and 0-2 in the OAC, will host the 26th Annual John 
Summa Memorial Tournament on Saturday, February 4 in the Lou Higgins Center 
Fieldhouse at 10:00 a.m.
 To date, freshman 149-pounder Sam McIntosh (South Euclid/Brush) leads 
the team with a mark of 13-10 while sophomore 133-pounder Andrew Taylor 
(Columbus/Worthington Kilbourne) is second with a record of 11-10. Freshman 
141-pounder Nick Ramsey (Cleveland/Lakewood), who joined the squad in 
January,  is 5-3 overall and the only Yellow Jacket wrestler with a undefeated 
record in the OAC at 2-0.
 The team will return to OAC action on Tuesday, February 7 when it will 
travel to New Concord to take on Muskingum University in a dual match at 7:30 
p.m.  The fi nal home match is on Thursday, February 16 when the team will host 
No. 16 nationally ranked and defending OAC Champion the University of Mount 
Union in the Ursprung Gymnasium at 7:30 p.m.

Indoor Track
 The track and fi eld teams will compete on Saturday, February 4 at the 
Fighting Scots Invitational hosted by the College of Wooster at 12:00 p.m.
 The women's team, 11-0 overall, has captured two team titles, including 
last Friday's OAC North Split Meet.  Junior All-OAC thrower Cristina Perrine 
(Middleburg Heights/Midpark) leads the squad with three fi rst place fi nishes 
and junior Kaylan Lemon (Canton/Massillon Perry) with two individual titles 
and one relay title.
 The men's team, 8-2 overall, has a fi rst and third place fi nish in the fi rst two 
meets of the season.  Sophomore Brandon Eddy (Cuyahoga Heights) has captured 
four top places, including three in fi eld events.   Eddy set the school record in the 
pole vault at 16'0' feet at the B-W Mid-January Meet and currently has the seventh 
highest vault in NCAA Division III this season.  Junior All-American thrower 
Mitch Supan (Medina/ Walsh Jesuit) has won three events.
 The next home meet is on Friday, February 10 when the teams will host the 
Mid-February Meet on the Harrison Dillard Track at 5:00 p.m.

 Kim Russell and Jason Tarnow have been named as the fi rst-ever head 
coaches for women's and men's lacrosse.  Russell began her duties on January 9 and 
Tarnow will begin on February 1. Lacrosse was added in October as intercollegiate 
sports increasing the total number of varsity sports offered at B-W to 23.

 Catherine Spisak enters tonight's game with 554 career rebounds and is ninth all-time in school history. She needs 
90 more caroms to catch graduated All-American and Hall of Famer Anjee Beard (1996-2000) who had 644.
 Rachel Rossman enters tonight's contest with 237 career assists and needs just eight more to tie Mandy Zolciak 
(1998-2001) for 11th with 245 and can move into 10th place with 21 more to surpass current NACDA (National Associa-
tion of College Director's of Athletics) Director of Public Relations and Hall of Famer Julie Work (1995-99) who had 257.

Head Coach Cheri Harrer Has 445 Career Victories
 Veteran Head Coach Cheri Harrer enters today's game with 445 career victories and is fi ve wins shy of capturing her 
450th career victory.   Coach Harrer has a 445-160 career record with a .736 winning percentage. She is the winningest 
women's basketball coach in school history. In addition, Coach Harrer needs just 12 more wins for her 300th career OAC 
victory. Harrer entered the 2011-12 season among the winningest coaches in the NCAA Division III as she was ranked 
14th in winning percentage and 21st in wins.
