The track,
with its Mondo sur-
face, is both fast and
comfortable for the
walker, jogger or seri-
ous runner. Pits for the
field events are also in-
corporated. The track
surrounds three multi-
purpose courts that can
be used individually or
in tandem for volley-
ball, tennis, basketball

The expanded and renovated Lou Higgins Center is the centerpiece of the B-W athletic facilities. Renovation began
during the summer of 2004 and was completed in October 2005. The 170,000 square-foot complex houses the Ursprung
Gymnasium, Harrison Dilliard Track, natatorium, updated workout and personal fitness spaces, a state-of-the-art athletic

training facility, classroom space and offices for coaches and staff.

The Baldwin-Wallace College student
is afforded the opportunity to learn, exer-
cise, practice and play in some of the fin-
est facilities in small college athletics. In
addition, as a student at B-W, each has an
opportunity to use a group of facilities that
are unparalleled in Division III athletics.

The Lou Higgins Center, The George
Finnie Stadium, the B-W Baseball Field,
the “Pop” Collins Tennis Complex and
other outdoor recreation and athletic areas
at Baldwin-Wallace make the Yellow Jack-
ets physical plant second to none among

small colleges.

The newly renovated Lou Higgins
Center is the centerpiece of the B-W ath-
letic facilities. The 170,000 square-foot
complex houses the Ursprung Gymna-
sium, Harrison Dillard Track, Natatorium,
updated workout spaces, a state-of-the-art
athletic training facility, classroom space,
and offices for coaches and faculty.

Rudolph Ursprung Gymnasium is
home to the Yellow Jackets basketball, vol-
leyball and wrestling teams. The complete-
ly renovated gymnasium has housed B-W

or other activities. On
many occasions, the
B-W basketball team
has been playing a
game while a wres-
tling match or an intra-
mural basketball game
was taking place in the field-house.

The Harrison Dillard Track, along with the
multi-purpose courts are home to the B-W
indoor track teams, the John Summa Invi-
tational Wrestling Tournament, the Ohio
Sports Festival (basketball and wrestling
venues) and many local high school track
meets.

Also in the Lou Higgins Center is
the B-W Natatorium, home to the Yellow
Jacket swimming and diving teams. The
facility includes a 25-yard, six-lane pool

a one-meter diving board. The movable
pool bottom has adaptive physical therapy
applications and can be used by the handi-
capped.

As part of the renovation of Ursprung,
chair back seating and a new media center
were constructed while training and physi-
cal therapy, laundry and eight locker rooms
were added. Other features include a room
for news media as well as exhibit and stor-
age areas for the B-W Athletic Archives.
The Archives give students, alumni, par-
ents, friends and visitors to Baldwin-Wal-
lace a glimpse of the rich tradition and her-
itage of Yellow Jacket teams and athletes.
Finnie Stadium is one of the nation’s best
small college stadiums for football and
track and field. The Yellow Jacket men’s
and women'’s soccer teams also play at Fin-
nie and, at times, the stadium and its artifi-
cial turf surface has been used for women’s
softball games.

B-W already has hosted three NCAA
Division III national championship track
meets, numerous NCAA and Ohio High
School Athletic Association football play-
off games as well as being the home field
to both Berea High School and Middleburg
Heights Midpark High School. The Ohio
Sports Festival/Ohio State Games also use
Finnie as both a regional and state champi-
onship site.

The B-W Baseball Field is located on
the campus within walking distance of the
students residence halls. The facility has a
manicured playing surface and seating for
approximately 200 fans. The B-W Baseball

Field has been the host site for four OAC
Baseball Tournaments and is home to the
Yellow Jacket baseball squad.

The “Pop” Collins Tennis Complex
is named in honor of former B-W tennis
coach and teacher Arthur Worth Collins,
the father of nationally-renowned sports-
writer and television tennis analyst, Arthur

“Bud” Collins ’51. The facility is on
campus and includes six courts which
are lighted for night play.

In addition, the Lady Yellow Jackets
softball team plays off campus at the
Cuyahoga County softball field.

Does such a strong group of facilities
benefit the Yellow Jacket men’s basket-
ball program? Definitely! Practice time
is available in the Ursprung Gym or the
fieldhouse. This means the men and
women can practice at the same time
without conflict. Players have a wide
variety of operations for preseason and
postseason weight and conditioning
programs.

“The entire Lou Higgins center is a
plus for our program,” says head coach
and Athletic Director, Steve Bankson.
“The playing, practice and dress facili-
ties are among the finest in Division III.
Having a number of courts in the field-
house gives us the opportunity to work
with a greater number of players in our
varsity and junior varsity programs.”

“It is one of the finest training centers
of any small college in the nation,” notes
Bankson. “We feel the Lou Higgins Center
has answered the needs of the B-W com-
munity.”

The B-W weight and training rooms also received a facelift as part of the renovations to the Lou
Higgins Center. The weight room doubled in size and allows students and athletes have access to
new and top-of-the-line excercise equipment.



The Ohio Athletic Conference, the
third oldest conference in college athletics,
is predated only by the Michigan Intercol-
legiate Athletic Association (1888) and the
Big Ten (1895). The Conference is older
than the World Series and even the NCAA
itself and has survived two world wars, the
Great Depression, the Korean War and the
Vietnam Conflict. From a modest begin-
ning of six charter members in 1902, the
OAC grew to as many as 24 members in
the mid-1920s.

Through the years a total of 31 colleg-
es and universities at one time or another
have been members of the OAC. Currently
the Conference consists of 10 members, in-
cluding Baldwin-Wallace College, Capital
University, Heidelberg College, John Car-
roll University, Marietta College, Mount
Union College, Muskingum College, Ohio
Northern University, Otterbein College and
Wilmington College. Wilmington became
the 31st OAC member school, on July 1,
2000.

In the OAC’s first year of existence,
1902, the first Conference champion was
crowned — Case Tech won the football ti-
tle with a 5-0-0 record. Outdoor track was

the third oldest conference in the nation X%

added a year later and a third sport, cross
country, became a Conference sport in
1914. More sports were steadily added to
the OAC’s repertoire throughout the years,
culminating in the addition of women’s
sports in 1984. The Conference currently
sponsors championships in 21 sports, 11
men’s and 10 women’s.

The enrollments at the 10 OAC institu-
tions range from 1,200 to 4,500. All of the
schools were founded in the 19th century
and have long and outstanding academic
reputations.

While maintaining these high aca-
demic standards, Ohio Athletic Conference
athletic teams and athletes have consis-
tently enjoyed a great deal of success on
a regional and national level. The athletic
competition is viewed not as an end in it-
self, but as an extension of the educational
programs.

During the 2004-05 sports season,
seven OAC schools finished in the Nation-
al Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA)
“Sweet 16” of their respective sports. Dur-
ing the fall, Mount Union football finished
in the “Final Four”, while the Wilmington
men’s soccer team ended its season in the

“Sweet 16”. The winter season brought the
OAC a pair of “Sweet 16” appearances, the
John Carroll men’s basketball team and the
Otterbein men’s track and field squad. Ot-
terbein paved the way in the spring sports
season with a pair of “Sweet 16” stops in
baseball and men’s golf, and the Musk-
ingum softball team ended its year in the
“Elite Eight” for the third straight season.

Individually, the Conference was repre-
sented by 58 All-Americans, including a
pair of National Champions in track and
field. A total of 40 men and 18 women
were named All-Americans throughout
the 2004-05 year. Academically, the OAC
boasted 17 CoSIDA ESPN The Magazine
Academic All-Americans, along with a
bevy of regional and national honors for
our coaches. Otterbein’s Chris Swanson
became a National Champion in the pole
vault at the 2005 NCAA Indoor Track and
Field Championships, while Wilmington’s
Doreen Nagawa captured the National Ti-
tle in the Triple Jump at the 2005 NCAA
Outdoor Track and Field Championships.

12 Yellow Jacket Student-Athletes Named to the 2004-2005 Women's
Academic All-Ohio Athletic Conference At-Large Teams

BEREA, OHIO — Twelve Bald-
win-Wallace College student-athletes were
named to the 2004-2005 Academic All-
Ohio Athletic Conference At-Large teams,
recognizing each for their performances in
the classroom and on the field of play.

To be eligible for Academic All-OAC
accolades, a student-athlete must have at
least a 3.25 cumulative grade point aver-
age, be a starter or key reserve and be in at
least his/her second year of participation in
the sport.

Two Yellow Jackets were named to
the men’s Academic All-OAC At-Large
team. They were graduated senior men’s
tennis players Ward Crane and current ju-
nior Ryan McCartney (Lorain/ Admiral
King). In addition, senior graduated men’s
golfer Aaron Cuddy, current senior golfer
Steve Porter (Massillon/ Perry) and cur-
rent junior men’s swimmer Alex de la Pena
(Elyria/ Catholic) were selected honorable
mention Academic All-OAC.

Crane, a business administration and

finance major, finished his collegiate career
with a 3.68 GPA and was a member of the
men’s tennis team that finished 23-2 and
were OAC regular season and OAC Tour-
nament champions for the second consecu-
tive year. He was one of two unamimous
picks and repeat players to be named Aca-
demic All-OAC. He is also a four-time All-
OAC award recipient. It was Crane’s third
season being selected Academic All-OAC.
He was a 2004 selection and a first-team
Academic All-OAC selection in 2003.
McCartney, a mathematics and reli-
gion major, carries a 3.97 GPA and was se-
lected Academic All-OAC for the first time
in his career. He also played an important
role as a member of the men’s tennis team
winning its second straight OAC regular-
season and tournament championship.
Cuddy, finished his collegiate career
wtih a 3.59 GPA as a pre-law and business
administration major. In only his second
season as a Yellow Jacket, he finished third
on the team in stroke average with 78.66

in six tournaments played and seven-and-
a-half total rounds.

Porter, a finance and marketing major,
carries a 3.60 GPA and finished second on
the team in stroke average this spring at
78.33 strokes in two tournaments and three
total rounds of 18-holes played in an inju-
ry-shortened season.

de la Pena, carries a 3.80 GPA as a
sport management and business aministra-
tion major. de la Pena is an eight-time All-
OAC award winner and holds the school
record in the 200-yard freestyle (1:47.20),
200-yard indvidual medley (2:00.88) and
the 400-yard individual medley (4:25.12).

Two Yellow Jackets were named to
the women’s Academic All-OAC At-Large
team. They were graduated senior swim-
mers Lisa Fox and Kristen Showalter.
In addition, current junior women’s ten-
nis player Andrea Isaac (New Philadel-

phia), current senior swimmers Mary Dye
(Twinsburg), Emily Wood (Carrollton),
and junior swimmer Sara Gombash (Per-
rysburg/ Notre Dame Academy) were se-
lected honorable mention Academic All-
OAC.

Showalter graduated with a degree
in early childhood education with a 3.50
GPA. Showalter was a 24-time All-OAC
award winner and eight-time OAC Indi-
vidual champion. She owns three indi-
vidual school records (200 free, 500 free
and 1000 free) and was a member of two
record-setting relay teams.

Fox, finished her career with a 3.55
GPA in mathematics and business admin-
istration and also competed in the back-
stroke and IM events. She was a five-time
All-OAC award recipient.

Isaac , a public relations major, carries
a 3.27 GPA and is one of the best women’s
tennis players to wear the Brown & Gold.
This season, she set a B-W single-season
school-record for wins in both singles and
doubles play. Individually, Isaac had a 22-5
singles mark and her 22 wins are a school-
record. In doubles play, Isaac combined
with freshman Meggie Glassburn ‘08 for a
school-record 22 wins and a 22-6 slate. As
a freshman in 2003-2004, she set a Yellow
Jacket freshman record for wins with 19
and set a school single-season record for
winning percentage at .950 overall. Isaac
was also the OAC “Freshman of the Year”
last season.

Dye carries a 3.85 GPA in early child-
hood education, and is a member of the
women’s swimming team. She competes

in the freestyle and breaststroke events.

Wood , a business administration ma-
jor, carries a 3.50 GPA and is also a mem-
ber of the women’s swimming team. She is
a nine-time All-OAC award winner.

Gombash carries a 3.53 GPA in neu-
roscience and biology and is a member of
the women’s swim team. She is a six-time
All-OAC award winner including an OAC
individual champion in the 100-yard but-
terfly (1:00.28) and in the 200-yard butter-
fly (2:15.03) which she also set a new con-
ference record. Gombash holds two school
records in the 100-yard butterfly (59.57)
and the 200-yard butterfly (2:13.84). Last
season, she qualified provisionally for the
NCAA swimming and diving champion-
ships in the 100-yard butterfly.

Four Baldwin-Wallace College Women's Tennis Players
Named to the 2005 All-Ohio Athletic Conference Teams

BEREA, OHIO -- Four Baldwin-
Wallace College women's tennis players
were named to the 2005 All-Ohio Athletic
Conference teams for their efforts in helping
the Yellow Jackets set a single-season
school-record with 19 wins and finish
second during the OAC regular season.

Under the direction of 19-year Head
Coach Jack Bethlenfalvy, the Yellow Jackets
finished the season with a school-record 19-6
overall and had an 8-1 mark during the OAC
regular season.

Named to the All-OAC first-team were
number one singles and doubles player
Andrea Isaac (New Philadelphia) and
freshman No.3 singles and No.2 doubles
player Tiffany Allison (Chagrin Falls/
Kenston). Tabbed to the second-team All-
OAC were Meggie Glassburn (Canton/
Jackson) and Ashley Sanders.

Isaac, the 2004 OAC Player of the Year,

was tabbed to the first-team for the second
straight year. She set a single-season school-
record with 22 singles wins en route to a
22-5 mark and twice earned OAC Player
of the Week accolades this year. Isaac also
teammed with Glassburn to set a school-
record with 22 doubles wins as the tandem
finished 22-6 overall.

Allison, who also earned OAC Player
of the Week honors once this spring, was

17-8 overall, including 13-4 at No.3. She
also combined with fellow first-year player
Krista Marshall (Medina/ Senior) fora 17-4
doubles slate, including marks of 7-3 at No.2
and 10-1 at No.3.

Glassburn had a solid season with a
15-9 singles record, including a 12-8 mark
at No.2. In addition to her single-season
school-record of 22 doubles wins with Isaac,
Glassburn set another school-record with 23
total doubles wins (she also was 1-0 with
Sanders).

Sanders also had a strong season as
she tied for third all-time with 19 single-
season wins, was 19-8 overall, including
14-8 at No.4 and 5-0 at No.3. In doubles
play, Sanders had a total mark of 16-9 with
four separate doubles partners. A year ago,
Sanders earned honorable mention All-OAC
accolades.

The Baldwin-Wallace College Women's Tennis student-
athlete is one of the best publicized in all of small college and
NCAA Division III athletics. Several factors help this to hap-
pen.

Its location, its national and conference affiliation and phi-
losophy of athletics, its administration and coaches and its sup-
port of the student-athlete all play large roles in telling others
about B-W and the successes of its student-athletes.

Baldwin-Wallace College is a small, private, liberal arts
college located 12 miles southwest of Cleveland, Ohio. While
being in the small and progres-sive local comm-unity of
Berea,

B-W student-athletes benefit from being close to a major
urban area such as Greater Cleveland/Akron. B-W athletics re-
ceive support both in Cleveland and Akron and in the Berea
community itself.

Being a member of the prestigious Ohio Athletic Confer-
ence and playing NCAA Division III athletics also is an ad-
vantage. Coaches who are teachers first forge a solid com-
mitment to the Division III philosophy of the student-athlete.
Baldwin-Wallace also is proud of its athletic heritage and the
fact that it has produced the third most small college CoSIDA-
GTE College Division Academic All-Americans since 1984.
In 1997, B-W had three Academic All-Americans, including
men's basketball player Kevin Braaten (Strongs-ville, Ohio)
'97. The year prior, men's basketball player Brian Higley '96
(Stow, Ohio) was tabbed as a first-team Academic All-Ameri-
can. Overall, the Yellow Jacket men's program has produced
four Academic All-American student-athletes since head coach
Steve Bankson took over the program.

Support in terms of facilities, equipment and transporta-
tion and in staff provides the Baldwin-Wallace student-athlete
with a luxury not enjoyed at many other schools.

One part of that support is in the area of sports information.
A diligent staff of B-W sport information student assistants and
sport management majors work with the director to publicize
B-W and its coaches and student-athletes in 20 NCAA Divi-
sion III sports.

The students learn first-hand about publicizing a program
by updating the internet website, writing hometown press re-
leases and doing feature stories, doing game and cumulative

statistics as well as statistical analysis, game and special event
programs, recruiting brochures and media guides, contacting
local, state and national media sources prior to and after each
game and promoting and administering special events during
athletic contests.

Each Yellow Jacket Women's Tennis student-athlete re-
ceives a preseason, mid-season and postseason hometown
press release which is sent to the individual student-athlete
hometown newspaper. When the student-athletes fill out a pre-
season questionnaire, each is asked to list his or her hometown
newspaper.

After each women's tennis match, the internet website is
updated, a FAX is sent to B-W's base of local, state and na-
tional media that regularly cover or have requested B-W cov-
erage. In addition, hometown facsimile messages about indi-
vidual performances are also sent either the night of the contest
or the next day.

The day following an athletic event, statistics are updated
and made available to all requesting the information.

Campus radio station WBWC, 88.3 FM, broadcasts all
home and away football and basketball games as well as cover-
ing all other Yellow Jacket sporting events, press conferences
or announcements on a selected basis. All Yellow Jacket men's
and women's basketball games are also broadcast over the in-
ternet website at www.bw.edu/ athletics. A number of former
B-W student broadcasters have gone to successful careers in
the Greater Cleveland area, both in radio and in television. In
addition, the four local commercial television stations and nu-
merous radio stations do game coverage and feature interviews
on a selected basis.

The Baldwin-Wallace College student-athlete receives
excellent local small college coverage both in terms of game
coverage and hometown coverage by The Plain Dealer (Cleve-
land's major daily with a circulation of more than 500,000
homes), the Chronicle-Telegram (based in Elyria, Ohio), the
Morning Journal (based in Lorain, Ohio), the Beacon-Journal
(based in Akron, Ohio), the Medina County Gazette (based
in Medina, Ohio), the Sun News-papers (Cleveland's largest
weekly newspaper serving the Greater Cleveland area) and a
number of other daily and weekly publications in Northeast
Ohio.

Overall, the sports information office at Baldwin-Wallace
College offers the student-athlete the opportunity to receive
maximum exposure at the small college level. In addition to
giving the Yellow Jacket student-athlete the most comprehen-
sive coverage available at the NCAA Division III level, the B-
W sports information student assistant garners solid skills in
writing, communications, marketing, promotion and publica-
tion layout and design. Overall, 14 former SID student assis-
tants have gone on to sports information careers at either the
NCAA Division I and I-AA level such as the University of Tex-
as, Arizona State University, the University of Nebraska, the
University of Arkansas, the University of Florida, Monmouth
(N.J.), Kent State University, Eastern Michigan University and
others. Others are involved with professional teams such as the
Kansas City Chiefs of the NFL and the former Cleveland Force
of the MISL.
