T To prevent fuel line freeze-up, keep your gas 

tank at least half full. Fill your gas tank before 
your vehicle is parked for lengthy periods.  

 

T Leave ample stopping time between you and the 
driver in front of you. Braking distance can be up 
to nine times greater on snowy, icy surfaces 
than on dry roads. 

 

T If your vehicle is equipped with an Anti-lock 
Braking System (ABS), be sure to: STOMP - 
firmly depress the brake pedal. STAY on the 
brakes - do not pump the brakes. STEER where 
you want the vehicle to go.  

 

T Use floor mats, seat covers and blankets for 
added warmth. If you must leave your vehicle 
during a severe snow storm or blizzard, secure a 
line of rope or cord to yourself and the vehicle to 
avoid becoming lost or disoriented. 

 

T Remain calm in your vehicle.
