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Dr. Kent Cleland is involved in two main lines of research.  First, he has been studying the pedagogy of music theory with a special emphasis on aural skills and integration of the various fields of musical instruction.  This has led to the co-authorship of an aural skills textbook entitled "Developing Musicianship through Ear Training."  He also actively pursues issues of temporality in music, use the writings of French philosopher Henri Bergson as a starting point.  This let to investigations of the nature of musical imagination and creativity, and the nature of analytical meta-languages used to describe music.
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
