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Dr. Feldman teaches literacy courses in the Education Department and is interested in examining classroom literacy instruction to describe strategies that are most effective for helping children comprehend.  She is particularly interested in how pre-service teachers develop skills needed to become effective literacy teachers.  Thus, the development of teaching expertise in teacher education programs is a research interest.

For many years she has worked with graduate students on action research projects.  Action research is a process through which teachers pose questions about issues in literacy education and plan classroom research to answer questions.  Her interest has been in helping graduate students pose questions that lead to improved instruction and understanding of literacy teaching and learning.  She then works together with students to gather data to answer questions and to summarize and describe results of investigations.
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
