Dr. Gesink specializes in modern Middle Eastern history and has published a book and articles relating to 19th century reform movements and the rise of Islamic militancy. She has collaborated with students on a translation of the diary of Princess Djavidan of Egypt. As Chair of the History Department, she also directs the Department's Cemetery Documentation Project, a hands-on research and community-service project that aims at recovering the lost histories of people buried in local cemeteries.

Dr. Gesink is currently recruiting students to work on a history of B-W’s founders and early students.  Students will learn archival research methods and will collaborate on producing a short book.
