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In addition to collaborating with Dr. Grubb on the relationship study, Dr. Levin is continuing work on two projects this year:

Avatar Personality Research Group.  Continuing with work begun last year, we are exploring the ability to measure/assess personality traits of an individual’s online personae (avatars). We are looking at the structure and underlying programming of Second Life. And we hope to find and develop behavioral measures of personality traits that would be applicable to online environments.

NFL Draft Research Group:  With Prof. Lewis Sage of Economics, we have begun working on an interdisciplinary research project involving serial decision making under conditions of uncertainty and economic competition, using the NFL Draft process as our model.  We have just begun exploring the question and formulating an experimental paradigm.
