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Dr. Dennis Millar is a professor in the economics department. His two main areas of specialty and research interests are the Economics of Developing Nations (focusing mostly on the Middle East) and Environmental/Natural Resource Economics. Other areas of research interest include economics of climate change policy, and the economic development of China, India, and Ukraine. He is also interested in the effects of physical stature on discrimination and health. 
Dr. Miller has done some work on the limits of economic prediction and other long-term prediction as suggested by the chaos theory and is increasingly interested in behavior economics, a subject that seems to challenge the standard paradigm of the economically rational human. Dr. Miller is also interested in the influence and use of statistics in economics.
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
