Sophomores, juniors, or seniors are welcome as research collaborators in a variety of projects related to Medieval or Renaissance British literature, particularly in the areas of ancient Celtic literature, Anglo-Saxon poetry, or the works of Geoffrey Chaucer, Edmund Spenser, Sir Philip Sidney, or William Shakespeare

Samples of ongoing projects include the following:
Translating Anglo-Saxon poetry—Dr. Oldrieve can use help maintaining a Website of student translations of Anglo-Saxon poems.  Student editors will gather the translations from other students, correct and edit them in collaboration with the authors, post them to the Website and maintain the Website, including answering any email sent to the Website. Eligible students should preferably have completed Dr. Oldrieve's Translating Anglo-Saxon poetry class with a B average or better; but students interested in learning Anglo Saxon and who have a facility with languages and/or some study of German are also possible candidates.  Candidates should also be interested in Web writing.

As Associate Editor for Pedagogy for Shakespeare and the Classroom, Dr. Oldrieve would be happy to work with student collaborators to maintain a bibliography of articles about teaching Shakespeare and performing editorial duties.
Dr. Oldrieve is also working on a book on Spenser’s The Faerie Queene and another on Sir Philip Sidney’s two Arcadias and could use help keeping up with the scholarship in those areas. Students would do lit searches and help with editing chapters as they are written and revised.

Interested students are welcome to choose projects that best match their own literary interests.
