Dr. Melvin Unger is Director of the Riemenschneider Bach Institute at Baldwin-Wallace College, where he holds the Riemenschneider Chair in Music and serves as Professor of Music. A choral conductor by profession, he currently directs the B-W Singers and the Singers' Club of Cleveland, a male chorus attracting singers from the greater Cleveland area. He is a specialist on the music of Bach and his time, having published first editions and four books on German music of the time. Among them are The German Choral Church Compositions of Johann David Heinichen (1683–1729) (New York: Peter Lang Publishing, Inc., 1990), Handbook to Bach’s Sacred Cantata Texts: an Interlinear Translation with Reference Guide to Biblical Quotations and Allusions (Lanham, Maryland: Scarecrow Press, 1996), an English translation of Zur Aufführungspraxis der Vokal-Instrumentalwerke Johann Sebastian Bachs by Berlin Bach specialist, Karl Hochreither (Lanham, Maryland: Scarecrow, 2002), and J. S. Bach’s Major Works for Voices and Instruments: A Listener’s Guide (Lanham, Maryland: Scarecrow Press, 2005).
