The current study examined ethnic identity as an appraisal process in the link between stressors and health outcomes for Latina women.   Fifty-seven women were given surveys containing measures related to IPV, perceived stress, ethnic identity, coping and mental health, which were available in both English and Spanish.  The women were recruited via snowballing, personal contacts, and area organizations. Results supported the links of the model; physical abuse was related to anxiety, depression and vigor (r = .39, p < 0.05; r = .44, p < 0.01; r = -.44, p < 0.01 respectively) and psychological abuse was related to anxiety and depression (r =.45, p < 0.01; r = .35, p < 0.05 respectively). Perceived stress added unique variance to mental health outcome above frequency of IPV.  Avoidance coping added unique variance to mental health above perceived stress. However, ethnic identity did not make a unique contribution to mental health.
